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COGNITIVE MODELING IN MANAGEMENT

Nowadays, it is important to consider
that the control subject has to make deci-
sions in constantly changing conditions
and with limited time resources. Studying
the development of problem-oriented
systems remains a rather urgent task, es-
pecially at the stage of observation with
the aim of scientific prediction of the de-
velopment of such systems [4, 5, 7].

Cognitive modeling is one of the sci-
entific methods of cognitive science. Cog-
nitive science [lat. cognition] is an inter-
disciplinary scientific field that integrates
the theory of cognition, cognitive psy-
chology, neurophysiology, cognitive lin-
guistics and the theory of artificial intel-
ligence.

The object of the science of cognitive
science is a hierarchically organized space
of knowledge, which consists of ordered
subspaces and this knowledge is oriented,
which allows it to be used relatively quickly
in management. In turn cognitive mode-
ling is considered by the authors as formal-
izing knowledge, making decisions based
on imaginative knowledge, managing at
the level of intuitive knowledge [2, 3].

The main purpose of cognitive mode-
ling is to formulate a hypothesis about the
functioning of the researched object,
which consists of external and internal
elements that interact with each other on
basis of casual links.

The research established the main
stages of cognitive modeling, which in-
clude [4; 5]:

Substantiation of the purpose and ob-
jectives of the study.

Examination the level of complexity of
the situation from the point of view of the
set goal: collection, systematization, anal-
ysis of available statistical and qualitative
information about the management ob-
ject and its external environment, deter-
mination of requirements, conditions and
restrictions inherent in the investigated
situation.

Selection of the main factors that in-
fluencing the development of economic
and organizational situation.

Determining the relationship between
factors by examining casual links (con-
structing a cognitive map as an oriented
graph).

The research of the mutual influence
power of various factors. To do this, used
both mathematical models, to describe
some of the well-known quantitative de-
pendencies between factors, and the sub-
jective perceptions of the expert in for-
malizing qualitative relationships between
factors. In steps 3-5, a final cognitive
model of the situation is constructed.

Verification of the adequacy of the
cognitive model of the real situation (ver-
ification of the cognitive model).
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Identification of factors that characterize events, actions, values and goals

Determination by means of a possible
variants cognitive model of a situation
(system) development, identification of
ways and mechanisms of influence on a
situation with the purpose of achievement
of desirable results, prevention of unde-
sirable consequences, i.e. development of
management strategy. Target, desired di-
rections and forces of changing the ten-
dencies of processes in the situation. Se-
lection of a set of measures (a set of con-
trol factors), determination of their pos-
sible and desired strength and direction of
influence on the situation.

If we simplify the scheme of stages of
cognitive modeling, we can present it in
the form of figs. 1. This diagram shows
only the main stages.

It is worth noting that the main ele-
ment of cognitive modeling is a cognitive
map that reflects subjective ideas (indi-
vidual or collective) about the function-
ing and development of the system under
study.

The basis for the construction of this
map is the allocation of target and control
factors that reflect the study area. Target-

ing are the most important factors, chang-
es in which are the most interest to the
researcher. Achieving the desired changes
to the target factors is seen as a manage-
ment goal. Governing factors are the fac-
tors that drive control impulses into the
model. Each member of the team is an
individual, so the choice of factors must
be agreed in order to make the correct
decision more likely.

Two elements of system A and B are
depicted in the diagram in the form of
separate points or vertices connected by
an oriented arc, if element A is connect-
ed with element B by causal links: A B,
where A is the cause, B is the conse-
quence [1, 6, 8].

For the constructed cognitive map im-
pulse modeling of possible scenarios of
system development is carried out. In the
theoretical study the impulse on cognitive
maps is reflected in an ordered sequence of
values of x (n), x (n + 1), and vertices with-
out reference to the time that can be given
when interpreting the results of a compu-
tational experiment. The impulse process-
es are modeled by the form. 1 [4, 9]:

where xi(n) - the magnitude of the 1mpulse at the top/in the previous moment (tact
simulation) (n).

xi(n+1) -the magnitude of the impulse at the top/at the moment of interest to the
researcher (n+1):

J; — impulse conversion factor, in the initial stages of modeling consider that f,=1.

Pj( n) — the momentum value at vertices adjacent to the vertex i.

Q,(n) - vector of perturbations and governing influences, which are at top i at the
moment (n).

The introduction of Qi(n) investigates the question “what will happen in the mo-
ment (n + 1). If...2".

The situation in impulse modeling is characterized by a list of all Qi values of X in
each simulation cycle. The calculation formula obtained from (1) determines changes
in the parameters of the vertices by the equations 2-3 [1, 2, 4, 9]:

where A is the matrix of relations graph (cognitive card), I is a single matrix.
To perform the calculated experiment by impulse modeling it is necessary to plan
it in advance [3, 9]:
« selection of peaks to which impacts will be introduced;
« forming a combination of vertices;
« selection of moments of disturbance. The choice of vertices is determined by the
preliminary splitting of them into blocks of control, perturbation, indicative vertices.
The generated cognitive map can be further used in the scenario approach, which
is based on the identification of trends that characterize the self-development of the
situation at the beginning, the vectors of development goals, control vectors, as well as
complexes of measures that affect the development of the situation and factors, which
we see. Simulation may include self-development forecast (without external float to the
situation); forecast of the situation with the selected control vector; synthesis of the
control vector to achieve the required direction of the situation development.
Uncertainty management decision making requires new methods and justification
tools. Cognitive modeling should reduce the uncertainty of developments by using
expert judgment, scenario forecasting of the problem situation and adequate targeting.

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DEFICIENCIES IN EMPLOYMENT AND LABOR DISTRIBUTION

IN THE FERGANA VALLEY

Annotation. This article discusses the negative consequences of such issues as over-
saturation of the Uzbek economy with labor force, quantitative and qualitative unequal
supply and demand for labor, failure to take into account national, ethnic and social fac-

tors in the placement of productive forces.

Keywords: labor force, cotton, population dynamics, society, industries, agricul-

ture, cocktail distribution, unemployment.

Even in the 70 s and mid-80 s of the
twentieth century, we had serious attempts
to make radical changes in the life of soci-
ety, but they were often incomplete, not
generalized, regardless of the fact that one
problem is related to other problems cov-
ered only part of it. Because these pro-
grams and decisions developed at the cent-
er did not take into account the interests
and existing capabilities of the allied re-
publics. By this time, the problem of em-
ployment was especially important and
acute. Uzbekistan’s economy is overcrowd-
ed, the number of able-bodied but unem-
ployed people continues to grow, labor
supply and demand are not balanced
quantitatively and qualitatively and nation-
al-ethnic and social factors have long been
a factor in the location of the productive
forces. Failure to take it into account was
seriously damaging people’s living stand-
ards. It also served as a source of social
tension in society.

The Fergana Valley regions (Fergana,
Andijan and Namangan regions) account-

ed for four percent of the country’s terri-
tory and 26.1 percent of the population.
The Fergana Valley is a large region with
developed cotton growing (30% of Uzbek
cotton) and silkworm breeding (47% of
cocoons), as well as horticulture and viti-
culture. Main types of labor: processing of
agricultural raw materials (Kokand, Mar-
gilan, Fergana, Andijan, Namangan), ma-
chine building (Andijan), metal repair,
chemistry (Kokand, Fergana), production
of construction materials (Kuvasay), oil
drilling (Andijan and Fergana) near) and
oil refining (from Fergana, Altarik).[1] It
appears that the workers were cocktails in
a particular part of agriculture or industry.

During this period, the cities of the
Fergana Valley specialized in certain areas
on the basis of the distribution of labor. For
example, Fergana region specializes in cot-
ton and silkworm breeding. Cotton fields
accounted for 80 percent of the total crop
area in the province. This situation has ag-
gravated the socio-economic situation in
the region, creating a state of crisis.

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More than 33 percent of the total popu-
lation in the province lived in cities. Fer-
gana is a city of nine regions with a well-
developed industry, including Fergana,
which is one of the largest cities in the
country.

Andijan region is one of the most im-
portant oil production centers in the coun-
try. Andijan, Boston, Polvontash, South Ol-
amushuk oil and gas fields have been dis-
covered in the region, where people of other
nationalities have held high positions. The
natives, on the other hand, worked in ordi-
nary jobs in many respects.|2]

Light industry is also well developed in
Namangan region. The main branch of ag-
riculture was cotton growing. Cotton is
grown on more than 66 percent of all arable
land. The population worked in the cotton
fields on collective farms or state farms.

Mineral resources and local mineral
resources imported from other regions of
the country played a positive role in the
formation and development of several new
cities in the country, including the city of
Shahrikhan (1970) in Andijan region.

At a time when the population of Fer-
gana Valley had low indicators of provision
of housing, food, socio-cultural institu-
tions, the demographic situation was so
complicated that the numerous migrations
of the population from other regions to
this country led to the further deteriora-
tion of the provision of the indigenous
population with housing, food and indus-
trial goods, the aggravation of the socio-
economic and political situation in the
Republic.

One of the peculiarities of the Fergana
Valley regions is the high population den-

sity in this area. On January 1, 1985 in the
Andijan region 1 sq. M. 370 people per
km?2, in Fergana region 273.7 people and
in Namangan region 164.9 people.[3] This
would have brought to the forefront issues
such as self-employment of the local popu-
lation and the creation of sufficient jobs for
them.

The cultivation of personal farmland
would have helped to solve many problems
in the village. Agricultural production, in
the first place, the increase in the volume of
food production, the expansion of the la-
bor sector, especially for women and young
people, the increase in the incomes of the
rural population, the problem of housing
could be solved. But these issues were not
paid enough attention in Soviet times.

In summary, despite the fact that in the
Fergana Valley in particular in the Repub-
lic the population has sufficient labor force,
a very large part of the population is em-
ployed, and the part that is employed in
difficult conditions did not remain without
affecting the standard of living of the pop-
ulation. The above circumstances, along
with social problems in the region, con-
tributed to the emergence of ethnic con-
flicts.

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Khiva Khanate cities, like other Cen-
tral Asian cities, were not only domestic
and transit, but also adjacent to various
caravan routes, the army was a steppe,
foreign trade centers, where people of
distant and near countries often travel. To
them are often visited by the Khanates of
Bukhara and Kokan, the nomadic steppe,
merchants of foreign Eastern countries.

On the basis of some information
available in recent medieval sources about
the foreign trade relations of Khanate cit-
ies, one can express a certain opinion. In
particular, Khon and muarrikhAbulghoz
of the XVII century reported on the cara-
van, which left for Khoroson, as well as
“seventeen people” who went to “orosga
merchant”. 1804 year” two hundred trad-
ing people from Khorezm prepared a
large caravan with a lot of valuable goods,
“ the historian notes that this caravan
went from Marv to Mashhad.

Other information that Khiva actively
conducts foreign trade, in particular, nu-
merous documentary materials on trade
relations with Russia, is also confirmed.
Khorezm cities as large shopping centers
have carried out extensive trade relations

with many countries. In particular, the
discovery of the remains of Chinese por-
celain dishes from the dilapidated ruins is
a vivid evidence of this. Also, the discov-
ery of Balkh and Buxoro coins dating
back to the XVI-XVII centuries from here
also testifies to the intense trade relations
of the people of this city.

Merchants came to Khiva from the cit-
ies of Gurgan and Astrabad too. From the
document in the archives of the Khiva
Khans it is clear that here are jumpsuits
from Astrabad, farangidoka, sugar, mit-
kol, free kigiz, black wax, Combs made of
norbut tree, iron, cast-iron boilers, copper
and others[1.14].

As for the countries of the army, vari-
ous products were brought from Khiva, in
particular “cotton buds, partly silk and
dried fruits”. It is clear from the archive
documents of Khiva Khans that from the
cities of Khorezm to the states of the army
“in addition to cotton and fabric, sheep
skins, grape raisins, rice, jumpsuits, puri-
fied cotton, silk and other things were
taken.

Trade relations also had a positive im-
pact on the development of Khiva cities.
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They have become major shopping cent-
ers. In particular, from such cities — noise
and Kat developed as the main centers
where “trade with Kyrgyz, Kazakhs” was
carried out.

One of the main domestic and foreign
trade centralized cities of Khiva was the
new Urgench. The status of this city fur-
ther increased in the first half of the XIX
century. Urgency merchants could be met
not only in Bukhara and other cities of
Central Asia, but also in some cities of
foreign countries, including Orenburg,
Nizhny Novgorod and Moscow. The mer-
chant Khiva was famous under the name
“percussive” in the cities outside the
Khanate. This place is characterized by
information that in the 30-ies of the XIX
century in Bukhara there was a caravan-
Palace “three Urganji’[2.180].

The city of Khiva was Bukhara, the
country where active foreign trade was
conducted. It should be noted that Steam
traders have made less flights to Khiva.
The main activity in this trade was shown
by the traders of brevity. They Steam “
ready-made porridges, linseed oil, sheep
fat, Willow, rice, apples, sheep, poppy,
Parrot and Russian goods; Sugar, cast-
iron boilers... and they would bring oth-
ers”. At the same time, a large number of
horse, Beagle and moth skins were
brought to the markets of Bukhara cities,
much thicker and more resistant SEMI-
Silk Road fabrics, apples were brought to
the buyers of Kazakhs and Chinese,
sharply different from the thin fabrics of
Bukhara.

The author of the XIX century N. Mu-
ravev said that the Breeders go to Bukhara

to get the goods, and from there he notes
that “different types of chits, blue burlap,
cotton coil, various types of silk and semi-
silk fabrics, cashmere shawls, Chinese
hemp, tea, silk belts, wool products,
(which are considered the best in the
whole East), Bukhara spruce, tobacco and
other various goods to bring” G this
information.I.Danilevsky (1842) also
confirms. He testifies that Khiva from
Bukhara was brought blue tea, tobacco,
Chinese hemp, silk and some types of
yarn fabrics[3.16].

Goods brought to Khiva from Bukha-
ra were called “bukhorochi” In one of the
documents pertaining to the XIX century
“buhorochi” goods-tea, tobacco, kishmish
iron, steel, various types of processed
leather, yarn and silk fabrics, coil, blan-
kets, porcelain dishes, indigo, paper, mir-
ror, cumin, Birch seeds, etc.are recorded.

The trade of Khiva cities with Bukhara
has not always been in a single Rhythm.
1845 year trader Pichugin was shown that
“the trade in Khiva was greatly reduced
due to the war with Bukhara”[4.93-95].

Khiva cities also had trade relations
with the cities of the Kokand Khanate.
The Khiva merchants also attended Ko-
kand cities. Of course, this trade cannot
be equated to Khiva-Buxoro trade rela-
tions. The author of the XIX century V.V.
Velyaminov-Zernov showed that al-
though the trade caravans were not every
year, they participated in small parties
from cocaine to Khiva. Intensive trade
was carried out in the markets of Khiva,
such as Bukhoro goods with cocaine. In
this place, it is noteworthy that in the state
documents of Khiva the news about the
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»

purchase of “five clothes of cocaine’, “one
cocaine bundle”’[5.58-59].

As a result of the development of trade
types, some Khiva cities, like other Cen-
tral Asian cities, have become major cent-
ers of the Eastern commercial world, and
their economic opportunities have been
overthrown. As a result of the develop-
ment of trade and trade relations, eco-
nomically developed cities have had an
effective impact on the development of
other centers. The development of trade,
especially transit and foreign trade, had
an effective impact on the prosperity of
some types of craft. As a result, the pro-
cess of specialization in the production
and sale of a certain type of product of
some cities has accelerated. This is evi-
denced by the development of economic
relations between the cities of Central

Asia and the development of mutual labor
distribution within the framework of the
existing single economic space.

Introduction

At the beginning of the XVIII century,
there were three khanates in Central Asia:
one of them was the khanate of Khiva.
The khanate of Khiva existed from 1511 to
1920. During the 400-year rule, the khan-
ate was ruled by two dynasties, the Shiba-
nidis and the Kungrad dynasty. The ar-
chive and documents of the Khiva khan-
ate contain several chronological depart-
ments as well as Khan’s ranks. These
archival documents reveal to us not only
the rule of the khanate but also the rele-
vance in the study of the state develop-
ment of Khiva. If you pay attention to the
political system of the state, the highest
rank was the military rank. The Khan
himself was the highest military com-
mander. In most cases, the Khan himself
led the group, sometimes famous generals
organized campaigns in other regions [1.
¢, 398]. In the first half of the XIX century,
the Khiva khanate significantly improved
the state of military power of the regular
army. Two thousand troops were created

in the khanate. “Khan navolari” - they are
during time of peace, was guarded by
Khan’s family. On the part of the Khan,
they were given a number of privileges.

Result and discussion

They owned a certain land and re-
ceived a salary from the Khan [2. ¢, 59].
Military officials had the same privileges.
During the war, the people’s militia that is,
the Hulk Lashkar was also gathered.
These militias were run by “Otlik Askar”
and pieda that is, foot soldiers. Ensuring
military health was also considered the
most important thing. During the Khan’s
campaigns, wounded soldiers from the
Khan’s execution were given a sum of
money. For example: according to data
from 1866-1867. each wounded soldier
Ibadulla was given 5 gold coins, Boltani-
yaz Bahadir 5 gold coins, and thirty chit-
erem soldiers who were wounded with
well-aimed arrows were given 3 gold
coins [3. ¢, 116]. Usually these wounded
soldiers turned to the healer with these
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coins. When a horse was lost or died, it
was also paid in gold coins [4. ¢, 142].

In the khanate, weapons can be divid-
ed into cold weapons and fire-dispersed
weapons. The first type: dagger, bow and
arrow, sword, and others. But over time,
such weapons began to lose their status.
Weapons (muskets) were made in Khaz-
arasp by Khazarasp craftsmen. In the
second half of the XIX century, Russian
and English weapons appeared in the ter-
ritory [5. ¢, 58].

Military fortresses played a special
role in the Khiva khanate. Usually mili-
tary fortresses belonged to hakims ap-
pointed by the Khan. Military fortresses
performed a military-administrative
function. Following military fortresses
existed: Anbar Decoy, Gurlan, Gazavat,
Ilanli, Kipchak, Kilich Nesby, Kungirot,
Urgench, Kiet, Mangit, Yangi Urgench,
Pitnak, Rahmonberdi, Dashhowuz, Hazo-
rasp, Hujaili, Honka, Chimboy, Sabbath,
showot, of Sarahan. All the fortresses had
their own representative kutvol [2. ¢, 59].

Khiva historian of the XIX century
Baeniy about the military campaigns of
Muhammad rakhimkhana writes: in
Front of the troops were Pahlavon OTA,
Eltuzarkhon, Muhammad Rakhimkhan
and others holding 5 state banners-flag
and behind them were 25 Kungrad tribes,
Karakalpaks, eumuts, chovdurs, mangits,
Kipchaks and others holding a banner-
flag [5. ¢, 46].

The Khan and the Khan’s courtiers
also had their own detachments. Beni
describes  that
Aminkhan, and it was also. Under them,
too, have been going holding in drawn

when Muhammad

banner-flag (the total 25 tribes).

During the conquests of tsarist Russia
in the middle of the XIX century, the
khanate of Khiva had a regular army. The
army was pushechnikov (artillery), caval-
ry (naukari), personal naukar Khan (per-
sonal guard) and Hiking (Sarbaz’s). Nau-
kari, cavalry were mostly from Turkmen
tribes. This part was considered the most
combat-ready. Horse troops were armed
with weapons, swords, daggers [6. ¢, 90].
The sarbazs, i.e., on foot, consisted of Uz-
beks, Karakalpaks, and Turkmens.

Khan naukari, i.e. personal guard,
guarding Khan and distributed by the city
of Khiva. They were provided with water
and land, wages, and were exempt from
taxes and obligations. The deceased
navkar and his family were provided with
a pension, if necessary, a slave was given
instead of money [7. ¢, 282].

Now let’s talk about the military ranks
of the khanate. The highest rank was con-
sidered to be Amir ul-umaro [1. ¢, 398].
Amir ul-umaro familiarized the troops
with the Khan’s decree [4. ¢, 116]. After he
stood Soulboy. There were two of them in
the khanate. One of them was in com-
mand of the Turkmen by evaton, the sec-
ond in command of the Turkmen cowgirl.
In the Khan’s reception and ceremony
soulboy had no permanent place. But
they participated on a narrow meetings
with the mekhtar, Kushbegi, the Nodir
divan-Begi. Soulrock submitted iasevoli,
Mirabi, sotiri, ashikoki [1. ¢, 398]. Soul-
boy - with Khan’s decree, the troops went
to war and he went ahead. In Khiva, the
police, the prison, and the Khan’s security
were also part of his duties.
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Top secret edicts were kept in hand.
He commanded a band of nomads. The
Khan used this unit to suppress rebellions
and internecine wars [2. ¢, 59]. The troops
in the khanate were divided into hundred
and foremen. According to the archives of
the XIX century they were led by yuz-
bashi and OnBase. At the head was ming-
boshi (a thousand-year-old), who at one
time was subordinate to yasovulboshi.
After soulboy stood mingboshi and yuz-
bashi. Yasovulboshi had the largest salary
(500 gold). Nakiby on 100 gold received.
After yasovulboshi was mingboshi who
headed 1000 nicknames. During the cam-
paigns, they were given a great responsi-
bility. They gathered in a certain place,
supervised the training, and during the
war they led a certain part of the unit.
Centurion or yuzbashi then panagrossi-
allinbody, then dehbashi that is (the fore-
man). Katavul - was responsible for the
order in the military fortress, he oversaw
the construction of the fortress wall, the
defensive wall, led the border troops, pro-
vided weapons. The naqibs were respon-

sible for the offensive of the rear, front,
and Central divisions of the troops during
the war, and they were also responsible
for the ambush, during the ambush the
commander personally commanded. In
the Khiva khanate, military Affairs, train-
ing, development of military weapons,
military ranks and their responsibility to
the state developed from year to year. This
at one time provided internal and exter-
nal security of the state.

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Today, the countries of the world, all of
humanity are going through difficult times.
According to the International Monetary
Fund, today the world economy has almost
stopped, the situation is worse than during
the global crisis of 2008-2009, and devel-
oping countries are more affected by the
effects of coronavirus. According to Krista-
lina Georgieva, head of the International
Monetary Fund: “Never before in the IMF’s
75-year history have so many countries
needed emergency financial assistance -
she said that 85 countries have submitted
applications at one time or another” This
situation requires improving the mecha-
nism for more efficient use of human capi-
tal in all areas.

The development of global human
capital is important for the sustainability
of people, the economy, society and the
world. It is also important for future gen-
erations.

The experience of developed countries
shows that World Bank experts conduct-
ed a study in 192 countries and came to
the following conclusions:

o More than 64.0 % of total economic

growth is associated with human capital;

o The country’s natural resources pro-
vide only about 20.0% of total eco-
nomic growth;

« in countries with economies transi-
tion, the country’s production po-
tential provides only 16.0 % of total
economic growth [3]. Therefore, the
main role in the economic and so-
cial development of society is played
by human capital.

According to World Bank President
Jim Yong Kim, “As the government seeks
to ensure economic growth, it will focus
on investing in physical capital - building
magnificent bridges, new roads, modern
airports and other infrastructure.
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As a rule, they are less interested in in-
vesting in human capital, which includes
health, knowledge and skills, experience
and lifestyle of the population. This is a big
mistake, because negligence in investing in
human capital can drastically reduce a
country’s competitiveness. After all, the
country’s economic development requires
the education of talented people”[3].

Indeed, to this day, man and his abili-
ties, knowledge, skills have become a key
factor in the prosperity of any society and
the economic development of the state.
Therefore, this article is devoted to the
study of the nature of “human capital’,
which is an important factor in the devel-
opment of society in the digital economy,
and ways to improve the mechanism for
its effective use.

Human capital is the sum of knowl-
edge, skills that serve to meet the many
needs of man and society as a whole [2].
In the digital economy, its role is growing.
Because digital technology is created by
man and applied to life.

Studies have shown that each addi-
tional academic year increases an indi-
vidual’s income by an average of 10 per-
cent. The quality of education is also im-
portant. For example, replacing a low-
skilled teacher in a separate grade in an
elementary school in the United States
with a mid-level specialist may allow stu-
dents to earn up to $ 250,000 for the rest
of their lives [4].

Studies by World Bank experts have
shown that an increase in the number of
users of high-speed Internet by 10 % will
allow the national economy to grow by
0.4-1.4 % per year. The growth rate of the

“digital economy” in the world at present
is almost 20 % per year [3].

In developed countries, the share of
the “digital economy” in GDP has
reached 7%. They already benefit greatly
from the introduction of the digital
economy. In particular, the United States
exports more than $ 400 billion a year in
digital services.

Today, more than 5 % of the country’s
GDP falls on the Internet and informa-
tion and telecommunication technolo-
gies. By 2025, the United States will re-
ceive an additional $ 20 trillion from in-
dustry digitization. The US dollar is ex-
pected to work. Such economic efficiency
is especially high in the production of
consumer goods (10.3 trillion dollars),
the automotive industry (3.8 trillion dol-
lars) and logistics (3.9 trillion dollars) [4].

Uzbekistan also pays great attention to
the implementation of the digital econo-
my. Currently, given the massive transfer
of documents and messages to digital
media, the issue of electronic signatures,
communication with the state is also be-
ing transferred to electronic platforms.

According to forecasts, by 2030, real
GDP growth in Uzbekistan will be
2.1 times, and per capita GDP will be
3 times higher in foreign currency, or $
4,538, compared to $ 1,533 in 2018. To
achieve these goals, it will be necessary to
maintain the average annual economic
growth rate of at least 6.4% [1].

In general, the role of highly educated,
experienced and modern-minded per-
sonnel, specialists in the country is in-
valuable in achieving strategic goals,
achieving new goals, becoming one of the
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developed countries. This need is not easy
to satisfy on its own, which underlies hu-
man capital. Therefore, the full realization
of human tasks, the disclosure of his po-
tential and his mobilization to achieve
certain goals is the basis for the develop-
ment of our country.

In conclusion, the effective use of
human capital is one of the most press-
ing problems in the formation of the
digital economy. Investments in human

capital and their effectiveness are one of
the important factors that directly de-
termine the country’s prestige in the
