OF PRIMARY SCHOOL STUDENT’S LANGUAGE

Annotation. In the article the notion of language personality

has been defined, the interesting linguistics content components
have been outlined and characterized; possible activities have
been suggested, which would assist the development of student’s
cognitive activity in general. The problem of formation of primary
school student’s language personality, using interesting linguistics
elements on the lessons of the Ukrainian language in the primary

school has been surveyed.

Shifting accent from gnoseologi-
cal aspect (rules learning and terms or
linguistic notions acquisition, etc.) to
communicative-functional (that con-
siders language as means of individu-
al’s self-expression) is the main prior-
ity of linguistic education nowadays.
Therefore, the investigation of lan-
guage personality formation is rele-
vant and multi-pronged.

The notion “language personality”
was formulated in the 30’s of the
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XXth century by the academician
V .Vynogradov. Later it has been in-
troduced into scientific use with more
detailed description by the Russian
scientist Y. Karaulov [3]. The prob-
lem of language personality deserves
greater attention, which is proved by
the fact that it is the object of research
in psychology (L. Vygovsky, P. Gal-
perin, O. Leontiev, M. Zhunkin,
0. Zaporozhets, G. Kostiouk, 1. Su-
nutsia, etc.), psycholinguistics



(I.  Lashpyna, L. Kamykova,
G. Kalmykov, etc.), linguistics
(R. Budagov, F. Batsevich, N. Chom-
sky, S. Petkov, etc.) and linguodidac-
tics (S. Yermolenko, V. Melnichaiko,
L. Matsko, O. Bilaev, L. Skurativsky,
M. Pentuliyk, G. Shelechova, etc.).

There are various means and meth-
ods of language personality formation
on different stages of education dis-
cussed in the scientific papers: pre-
school (A. Bogush, K. Krutii,
N. Havrysh, O. Trifiniva, etc.), pri-
mary school (M. Valushenko, L. Var-
zatska, O. Khoroshkovska, etc.) and
secondary school (M. Pentuliyk,
G. Shelechova, T. Symonenko, etc.).

Moreover, scientists pay attention
to such aspects of language personal-
ty as Ukrainian language (O. Se-
menoh, M. Pentyliuk, M. Palamar,
etc.), Ukrainian culture (L. Stru-
ganets), linguocultural (M. Maslova),
emotional (V. Shakhovsky) and spiri-
tual (L. Skurativsky) ones, etc.

Since personality is not an inborn
but rather acquired aspect of a human,
its formation and establishment pro-
cess ‘“considerably depends on the
fact, whether the interest to native
word, constant desire to acquire
something new in native language
and to investigate the small riddles of
language depth on preschool and pri-
mary school stages were developed”
[2, p.5].

Therefore, the language personali-
ty formation of a student should be
accompanied by elements of interest-

ing linguistics on Ukrainian Language
lessons, which would help to create
the conception of language worldpic-
ture, of wealth and beauty of native
language, activate cognitive interest
and expand their language worldview.

The issues of interesting linguis-
tics are discussed in various research-
es of such Ukrainian scientists as
A. Koval, Ye. Chak, L. Movchun, 1.
Vykhovanets, A. Hurevich, A. Stri-
cha, V. Fedorenko, etc. However,
among numerous works of linguists
there is little information that would
correspond with the age peculiarities
of primary school students.

The aim of the article is to pres-
ent the possibilities of interesting lin-
guistics elements application during
the formation process of primary
school student’s language personality.

The essence of the category “lan-
guage personality” is so multidimen-
sional, that even the scientists’ inter-
pretations of its definition vary sig-
nificantly. Here we provide some of
the most appropriate definitions, rel-
evant to the target research context
that emphasize the linguodidactic as-
pect: “language personality is a per-
sonality with a set of capacities and
characteristics, which determine cre-
ation and comprehension of texts with
distinctive level of structural and lan-
guage complexity, depth and accura-
cy of reality representation” [1,
p.188]; “competently operates the
system of linguistic knowledge ...,
produces speaking activity, uses
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words skillfully, cares about language
and contributes to its development”
[7, p.85]; “this is a generalized image
of a representative of a language con-
sciousness, national language world-
picture, language knowledge and
skills, linguistic capacities and abili-
ties, culture and taste, traditions and
fashion” [4, p. 27], etc.

Thus, the most important compo-
nents of language personality are as
follows: a need in language commu-
nication, national language con-
sciousness, speech behavior and lan-
guage culture, etc. Language person-
ality possesses such competencies as
linguistic, speech, communicative,
subject, social and cultural, as indi-
cated in education documents of cur-
rent Ukrainian legislation.

It is possible to form language
personality by changing the content,
forms and methods of teaching the
course of Ukrainian Language to
students at schools. This is possible
only if the teacher manages to culti-
vate in his students the desire to
learn the language not only as a
school subject, but also as a unique
phenomenon. Considering the fact,
that the beginning of learning lan-
guage as a system takes place in pri-
mary school, application of the ele-
ments of interesting linguistics [6]
naturally complementing textbook
materials, would facilitate realiza-
tion of the goal and would help to
develop cognitive interest along with
the urge for new knowledge.
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We differentiate between the fol-
lowing essential components of inter-
esting linguistics [5, p. 22-24]:

— linguistic aphorisms. Their con-
denced character, precision, thought
generalization and expressiveness
promote better understanding and
memorization of linguistic informa-
tion: Word is the clothes of all facts
and thoughts (M. Rylsky); Dictionary
is the world in alphabetic order (A.
Frans); Words are coloured stones. It
is not enough only to compile them, it
is necessary to learn how to make
ornaments with them (1. Vilde ), etc.
The application of linguistic apho-
risms is appropriate during every
stage of the lesson.

— didactic poetry — poetic texts on
linguistic topics that include rthymed
information about studied terms and
rules. Combination of fictional and
didactic components, form and con-
tent harmonious unity along with
rhythmic verse organization provide
for easy comprehension of the lan-
guage material. Outstanding repre-
sentatives of didactic poetry are
D. Bilous, N. Krasotkina, A. Svash-
enko and L. Luzhetska, etc;

— linguistic fairytales with
sounds, letters, parts of speech or
words, sentences and punctuation
marks, etc. as main characters. Fai-
rytale plot, ability to imagine, asso-
ciative and imagery ideas of stu-
dents assist in solving educational
problems. They may create linguis-
tic fairytales individually or in



groups, with given exposition, end-
ing or title and act them out, etc.;

— comparative-historical linguis-
tics elements understandable to pri-
mary school students. Such facts ex-
pand language outlook, help to real-
ize, that language is a developing
phenomenon, and set the degree of
genealogical relationship between
languages: e.g. the oldest letter in the
world is “O”. For the first time it was
mentioned in Phoenician alphabet
around 1300 years B.C. and has not
been changed at all since. Nowadays,
the letter “O” is used in 65 alphabets
worldwide; different nations have
various interrogative intonations: Ar-
menians put colon (:) at the end of
sentence; Greeks — semicolon (;); in
Spanish there are inverted question
(¢) and exclamation (j) marks at the
beginning of the sentence and the
usual ones in the end; among all
world alphabets only Georgian one
does not differentiate between capital
and small letters; Chinese does not
use punctuation at all, etc.;

— interesting facts from terminolo-
gy and etymology that complement
the knowledge about scientific defini-
tions with information about its origin
and frequency of usage, etc.: German
poet Goethe, who had been exploring
structure and form of plants and ani-
mals, invented the term morphology;

— games, interesting tasks and ex-
ercises (crosswords, metagraphs, ana-

grams, logographics and charades,
etc.), riddles and puns helping to dis-
close the peculiarities of linguistic
notions:

What part of word may be found in
the ground? (Root)

Teacher: What is the past tense of
verb “to wake up”

Student: To sleep.

Thus, application of interesting
linguistics elements activates explor-
ing activity of students, enriches their
knowledge and develops subject com-
petence promoting formation of gen-
eral language personality.
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A coronavirus is a kind of common
virus that causes an infection in your
nose, sinuses, or upper throat. Most
coronaviruses aren’t dangerous. In
early 2020, after a December
2019 outbreak in China, the World
Health Organization identified SARS-
CoV-2 as a new type of coronavirus.
The outbreak quickly spread around

COVID-19 is a disease caused by
SARS-CoV-2 that can trigger what
doctors call a respiratory tract
infection. It can affect your upper
respiratory tract (sinuses, nose, and
throat) or lower respiratory tract
(windpipe and lungs). Prevention of
COVID-19 coronavirus infection is




an urgent issue of contemporary med-
icine. The coronavirus pandemic has
become an unprecedented event since
the last century due to its high inci-
dence, economic loss and expected
social consequences.

In order to effectively protect from
dangerous infectious agents, as well
as coronavirus, the TNMU scientists
developed a unique prototype of a
mobile respiratory protection system
with positive airflow.

The project capacity provides the
use of scientific and technological
potential of Ternopil National Medi-
cal University, i.e. the laboratory of
the Academic and Research Institute
of Biomedical Problems, the Aca-
demic and Research Institute of Path-
ological Processes Simulation and
Analysis, the Training and Research
Laboratory for Experimental and
Clinical Studies.

At present, the most effective indi-
vidual protective equipment from in-
fection are isolating suits, air-fed
suits, air-fed hoods used in laborato-
ries of the 3 and 4™ biosafety level
when working with highly dangerous
infectious agents that can lead to fatal
diseases.

For the first time in medicine, a
concept-model of a respiratory pro-
tection mobile system (pneumatic
helmet) has been developed, which
has no analogues in the world.

The pneumatic helmet system
combines a number of significant ad-
vantages and innovative solutions:

— fast self-help equipment (up to
20 s), simplicity and availability of
use;

— low cost (in comparison with
existing world high-tech protective
equipment);

— compactness and mobility of the
system of forced air supply to the
contour, which is an integral part of
the helmet;

— compactness and mobility of the
air filtration system in the contour,
which is an integral part of the hel-
met;

— compactness and mobility of the
power supply system of the pneu-
matic helmet with the possibility of
hot battery replacement;

— easiness, mobility, ergonomics
of the pneumatic helmet.

For the first time, the effectiveness
of the system of laminar pneumatic
protection of the respiratory tract will
be studied for the concept-model of
the pneumatic helmet.

For the first time, the filtration ef-
ficiency of the concept-model will be
revealed by the assessment of the
permeability of bacterial and viral
agents.

The project is intended for im-
provement of the existing concept-
model of the protective pneumatic
helmet for its further introduction into
serial production; according to the
results of the research, confirmation
of the unique advantages of the sug-
gested pneumatic helmet in terms of
ergonomics, mobility, ease of use,
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convenience and equipment speed,
low cost; proving the reliable isola-
tion of the protective contour of the
pneumatic helmet from infectious and
toxic agents; confirmation of the ef-
fectiveness of filtration and isolation
capacity of the suggested system re-
garding to its impermeability for the
Micrococcus luteus test culture with
its no growth on the media; proving
the effectiveness of the filtration and
isolation ability of the suggested sys-
tem regarding to its impermeability to
viruses (as well as COVID-19 coro-
navirus) based on a test culture of
antistaphylococcal bacteriophages
with no signs of lysis of the Staphylo-
coccus aureus culture.

The project implementation results
would be further used in launching of
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the prototype into serial production
and its wide implementation in the
health care, including for employees
involved in aerosol-generating proce-
dures, the staff of resuscitation units
and departments of morbid anatomy,
intensive care units, emergency medi-
cal services (when transporting pa-
tients with suspected COVID-19),
laboratories of the 3™ and 4™ biosafety
level, PCR laboratories, who detect
the COVID-19 coronavirus in bioma-
terials.

Innovative pneumatic helmet can
be widely used in military medicine
(using biological weapons), disaster
medicine, research and training insti-
tutes, chemical industry for protection
from aerosols and gaseous harmful
substances.
