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Managers of different levels of manage-
ment use both qualitative and quantitative
methods to make scientifically proved
management decisions. Qualitative meth-
ods are an expert, functional method;
method of evaluating technical strategies.
Among the quantitative methods are ana-
Iytical, statistical and mathematical pro-
gramming methods.

In particular, one of the effective quan-
titative methods is the method of statistical
modeling — the Monte Carlo method. This
method should be used in management
while studying risky events in order to
predict the development of the project and
anticipate problems that will arise.

Effective use of information systems
and technologies enables modeling of
entrepreneurial activity due to the consid-
erable number of possible variants,
whereas taking into account and predict-
ing correlation-regression dependencies
between certain parameters.

The research of this issue is tackled in
the works of many domestic and foreign
authors, including Binder K., Herman D,
Romanovskyi I, Tobochnik Y., Kunin S.,
Sobol I. and others.

The purpose of the study is to study
the risks using the Monte Carlo method
that will improve the efficiency of busi-
ness management.

Risk analysis is an important part of
every manager’s job. Successful compa-
nies attach great significance to this issue.
Since the organizations are constantly fac-
ing uncertainty and changes of the envi-
ronment, it is crucial to be able to rebuild
their organization system in time.

If there is any risk in decision making,
the Monte Carlo method is used, which is
a way of predicting the process. The im-
portant thing is that the manager can ob-
serve the artificially created situation with
a random selection of values of the task
parameters.

The agricultural sector is most toughly
linked to economic risks, as for domestic
agro-industries much of the risk is related to
climatic conditions. This leads either to a
lack of yield or, conversely, to excessive sur-
pluses (overproduction of products) [1, 2].
Therefore, proper, scientifically sound eco-
nomic risk accounting is one of the most
important requirements in assessing the
performance of agricultural enterprises.

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The Monte Carlo method is a numeri-
cal method for solving mathematical
problems (systems of algebraic, differen-
tial, integral equations) and direct simula-
tion (physical, chemical, biological, eco-
nomic, social processes) by obtaining and
converting random numbers.

Continuous random process — system
operation before failure (error) is de-
scribed by different distribution laws de-
pending on the properties of the system
and its elements, operating conditions,
nature of failures and others. When ana-
lyzing the functional suitability of system
elements, the following laws of distribu-
tion of random variables are most often
used: exponential distribution, normal
distribution, Weibull distribution, etc.

The Monte Carlo method allows to ob-
jectively analyze a specific situation and
correctly evaluate risky events. The method
also allows to see a graphical representation
of the probable distribution of states, so that
further analysis and risks can be identified.

The general scheme of the Monte Carlo
method is based on the central limit theo-
rem of probability theory, which states that
a random variable is equal to the sum of a
large number of N arbitrary random vari-
ables with the same mathematical expecta-
tions and variances X, and o’ always dis-
tributed according to the normal law with
N * m and the variance N * ¢>. A normal
distribution law is characterized by a prob-
ability density (1) [3, 4].

It should be noted that the basis of the
Monte Carlo method is a random number
generator. The generation of an arbitrary
random number consists of two steps:

o generation of a normalized random
number (evenly distributed from
0to1);

« transformation of a random number
into an arbitrary law of distribution.

A pseudorandom number generator is
an algorithm that generates a sequence
the elements of which are almost inde-
pendent of one another and conform to a
given law. In most cases, software genera-
tion methods are used in practice. One of
those in Microsoft Visual Studio is the
parametric random number generation
function. In particular, the MVNRND
function is a function of generating pseu-
dorandom numbers by a multidimen-
sional normal distribution.

This method is effective, but it is not
very popular. Among the main reasons
are the relatively high cost of analysis, the
relatively high cost of time and the diffi-
culty of finding the probable distribution
for each variable. Moreover, after apply-
ing the method, the manager must inde-
pendently make the right scientifically
sound decision on expected risk events
based on the obtained result.

The Monte Carlo method should be
used by managers of different domestic
agribusinesses. Decision-makers have the
ability to evaluate the risks and benefits of
different investment options and make
preliminary calculations on the model
without resorting to full-scale experi-
ments.

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The great advantage of the Monte Carlo
method is that it allows the model to take into
account the element of chance and the com-
plexity of the real world. In addition, the
method is effective in changing various param-
eters, such as the distribution of random varia-
bles. It is based on the law of large numbers.

One typical example of using the
Monte Carlo method is problems in
which the mathematical expectation of
some random variable must be found. For
this you need to generate a set of random
values of this value and find the average.
The random variable is usually character-
ized by a certain probability distribution.

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The Internet as an internationally im-
portant social phenomenon, attracts the
attention of specialists in various sciences,
including the legal representatives. How-
ever, nowadays, no country in the world
has codified legislation on the Internet.

Legal relations are individual public
relations between persons, which arise on
the basis of norms of law, characterized by
the presence of subjective legal rights and
obligations and guaranteed by the coercive
power of the state. Internet relations are a
new type of social relations that emerge,
change and terminate in cyberspace [3].

The Internet as a whole is not subject
to law, since it is not an international or-
ganization or legal entity or any other or-
ganized entity. The Internet as a whole is
not an object of the law because there is
no single specific network owner, and
there is no entity that manages or controls
a large part of that network. The legal
rules governing the Internet are of mixed
private-public nature. Legal relationships
in a virtual environment act as a legal
form of interaction of Internet users re-
garding the exchange of various informa-
tion, are volitional and in the aggregate
consist of a complex of absolute and rela-
tive, regulatory and protective legal rela-
tions. The main feature of these relation-
ships is that subjective rights in them are

primarily disclosed through the personal
actions of Internet users, which cause the
rights, obligations of other Internet users
to arise, terminate or change [1].

All legal aspects related to the Internet
can be divided into two groups: control
over network access and control over the
content of messages on the network.
There is currently no specialized regula-
tion in Ukraine regulating Internet rela-
tions [2].

The main normative acts of Ukraine
that directly determine the directions of
regulation of Internet relations in our
country today are some laws. However, it
cannot be denied that there is a need to
establish special rules that take into
account the particularities of Internet
relations, the introduction of rules of
international and national legislation
aimed at their effective regulation [3].

It should be noted that the Cabinet of
Ministers of Ukraine has repeatedly initi-
ated the preparation of draft normative-
legal acts on regulation of legal relations
during the dissemination of information
in the Ukrainian segment of the Internet.
However, given the specifics of the issue
and its unresolved issues in the world, this
work is still ongoing [2].

Legal regulation of Internet relations
is a deliberate influence on the processes
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in the digital environment of the Internet
by legal means in order to regulate and
develop them. It is also a sail to the be-
havior of the subjects of law through the
rules of law, which ensures their normal
functioning. The Internet forms a spe-
cific information sphere (Internet
sphere) related to the circulation of digi-
tal information. The structure of Inter-
net relations contains the following com-
ponents: subjects, objects, subjective
rights and obligations, information,
technical means. The legal entities on the
Internet are usually: telecom operators;
Internet access service providers; infor-
mation providers; users. It is not funda-
mental on the Internet whether the net-
work user is a natural or legal person or
a registered network operator as a tax-
payer. The main object of a network’s
relationship is information (technical,
economic, social, legal, etc.) [1].

Therefore, relationships on the
Internet can be called informative. In
Ukraine, they are regulated by certain
legal acts, but there is no single branch of
law in this sphere of relations. It should
also be noted that the subjects of these
relations may be located in different
countries, and their activities are governed
by the laws of different countries.

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THE ESSENCE OF COMPULSORY CIVIL LIABILITY
INSURANCE OF CARRIER AND PACULARITIES OF LEGAL
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Abstract: This article analyzes the nature of compulsory insurance of civil liability as a
particular type of insurance, the relationship between the insurer and the insurance holder
and its essence. The author draws attention to the fact that the object of insurance is the
property of the carrier in compulsory insurance of civil liability of the carrier and explains
the importance of this type of insurance for the coverage within the limits established by law.
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Transportation activities are always
considered to be associated with certain
risks. This is because, first and foremost,
this is done through excessive sources of
risk, and secondly, the safety of passen-
gers and customers. Therefore, transpor-
tation activity is one of the objects of the
insurance institute. A person engaged in
carriage activities, that is, the carrier, will
be able to achieve stability and consisten-
cy in the practice of reimbursement of
damages caused by his / her liability. For
example, in case of an accident (car crash)
in the carriage of a passenger, the liability
of the carrier is covered by the insurance
company. This prevents the carrier from
having insufficient funds to pay for the
damage or avoiding long payment pro-
cesses.

Carrier’s civil liability insurance is vol-
untary and compulsory insurance, de-
pending on the type of liability. If carrier’s
liability arising from the provision of car-
go transportation services is an object of

voluntary insurance', then it is subject to
compulsory insurance of liability for
damage to life, health and (or) property of
passengers during transportation. The
first case is caused by economic factors?
and is based on the principle of free will of
the parties and freedom of contracts be-
tween the carrier and its client. The sec-
ond case is for social purposes, and it
provides for the material welfare of the
passengers in relation to their lives, health
and property. In other words, voluntary
insurance is contractual and provides in-
surance of civil liability of carrier as a re-
sult of default and improper performance
of contract terms. Compulsory insurance
means liability insurance for probable li-
ability. For this reason, compulsory insur-
ance of carrier’s civil liability is regulated

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by special legislation. Carrier’s liability
arising from contractual relations is regu-
lated by the conclusion of voluntary in-
surance agreements.

According to experts, insurance is a
universal and reliable economic mecha-
nism for compensation of damage, at the
same time the insurance company as-
sumes the responsibility of a person for
the risk of professional risk. The need for
insurance protection for those engaged in
professional activities, in particular, car-
rying out transportation activities, is
growing today, as the development of a
market economy results in increased
competition in the market. Availability of
an insurance policy for professional activ-
ity will increase its business reputation
and increase the confidence of its custom-
ers and business partners®.

However, compulsory insurance of
civil liability of carrier does not cover lia-
bility in all spheres of carrier’s activity, but
insures carrier’s liability only for damage
incurred by passenger. This is explained
by the first part of Article 5 of the Law of
the Republic of Uzbekistan “On Obliga-
tory Insurance of Carrier’s Civil Liability”
(May 26, 2015). It is established by this
norm that the carrier’s civil liability is the
object of compulsory insurance of civil
liability of the carrier in case of occur-
rence of civil liability for compensation
for damage to life, health and (or) prop-
erty of passengers.

With regard to the determination of
carrier’s civil liability within the scope of

compulsory insurance, foreign laws have
a nearly identical approach, with some
exceptions. For instance, according to the
law Ne67-FK article 8 of the Law of the
Russian Federation on the 14" of July,
2014 “On compulsory insurance of civil
liability of carrier for damage to life,
health and property of the carrier and
compensation for such damage in the
subway” with the risk of civil liability for
the liability of the carrier as a result of
damage to life, health or property of the
carrier during carriage being the object of
insurance under the contract of compul-
sory insurance full benefit of the property.

According to Article 3 of the Law of
the Republic of Kazakhstan No. 444-11 of
July 1, 2003 “On Compulsory Insurance
of Carrier’s Civil Liability to Passengers,
it is the object of compulsory civil liability
insurance of a carrier to passengers that
the carrier’s property interest related to
the obligation of the Republic of Kazakh-
stan Civil Code to compensate for the
damage caused to life, health and proper-
ty of passengers during transportation.

Unlike the legislation of the Republic
of Uzbekistan, the Russian Federation law
defines carrier’s “civil liability risk” as a
compulsory insurance of civil liability of
the carrier. This is due to the fact that in-
surance is made at the risk of an unknown
event which may occur or may not. This
rule follows from the second part of Arti-
cle 915 of the Civil Code. This is because
the norm stipulates the following as ob-
jects to be insured in accordance with
Property insurance agreement:

Risk of loss (destruction), deficiency
or damage of certain property;
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Risk of civil liability - liability for obli-
gations arising from the damage to life,
health or property of other persons, and
in cases provided by law, as well as liabil-
ity under contracts;

Entrepreneurial risk is the risk that the
counterparty will breach its obligations or
fail to receive the expected return on its
business due to changes in the circum-
stances of the business.

In our opinion, the Law of the Republic
of Uzbekistan “On Obligatory Insurance of
Carrier’s Civil Liability” does not properly
define the object of insurance. This is be-
cause civil liability risk, not civil liability,
can be insured, as explained in Article
915 of the Civil Code. Due to the central
role of the Civil Code in regulating civil
law relations, there is a need to bring the
Law “On Compulsory Insurance of Carri-
er’s Civil Liability” to the Civil Code. In
this context, it should be noted that in the
first part of Article 5 of the present Law it
is advisable to include the word “danger/
risk” after the words “civil liability”

The essence of compulsory insurance is
that insurance, that is, the obligation to con-
clude an insurance contract, is determined
by the liability of the party at risk. According
to Ms. M.A. Aminjonova, the definition of a
compulsory insurance agreement should be
as follows: the obligation to insure the life,
health or property of other persons or their
civil liability to other persons at their own
expense or at the expense of interested per-
sons as insurers. Contracts imposed by law
are subject to compulsory insurance”.

According to Mr. A.U. Ergashev, com-
pulsory insurance relations are valid only
in cases stipulated by the legislation, and
their establishment does not depend on
the parties’ will. In other words, the use of
compulsory insurance is based on a more
general public order rather than a private-
legal procedure®.

Focusing on the nature of compulsory
insurance, Ms. M.A Usmonova comes up
with the following idea: the government
introduces compulsory insurance for the
purpose of social protection of the popu-
lation and the importance of social activi-
ties of a particular type or certain objects®.

In our opinion, compulsory insurance
is primarily a specific sub-institution with
a high risk of liability and compulsory
contracting procedures that are subject to
the imperative nature of the rules and
regulations established by the law in order
to secure the rights and legal interests of
the “vulnerable” of the legal relationship..
In this respect, the legal regulation of car-
rier’s civil liability insurance differs from
conventional insurance with certain fea-
tures. Peculiarities of the legal regulation
of compulsory insurance, including com-
pulsory insurance of civil liability of car-
rier for life, health and property of its
passengers, are that the obligations of the
parties to conclude a compulsory insur-
ance agreement are established by law.
The terms and conditions of the contract
to be concluded must comply with the
terms and conditions set out in the regu-

lations governing carriers’ civil liability
insurance. This factor increases the role of
the normative legal act in regulating the
relations arising from compulsory insur-
ance of civil liability of carrier and limits
the possibility for parties to freely deter-
mine the terms of the contract’.

Analyzing the relationship between
compulsory insurance of carriers’ civil li-
ability under a separate law, VP Stuhkov
writes that the civil law liability insurance
of the carrier sets the minimum amount
of compensation payable to the passenger
in the event of an insured accident and its
liability to the carrier. insurance. Also,
this legal act establishes the responsibility
of the carrier for the damage to life, health
and property of passengers regardless of
the type of transport®.

It is believed that the compulsory insur-
ance of civil liability of the carrier is regu-
lated by a special law, which determines the
scope of the insured event and the object of
insurance, and directs insurance for liability
for damage to life, health and property of
passengers. At the same time, the carrier is
responsible only for the losses which can be
caused to the passenger.

Compulsory insurance of carrier’s civ-
il liability as a type of professional activity
insurance means that the liability of the

insurer (carrier) is separate from the lia-
bility of the insurer (carrier) to the person
(passenger) in which it occurred. Accord-
ing to S. Sniknikov, the person insuring
his professional liability does not relieve
himself of liability to third parties. At the
same time, there is a liability for damages
that are covered by the insurance benefit,
so the insurer cannot replace the insurer
with liability under probable and contract
liability’.

Continuing this view, it should be
noted that professional liability insurance,
including civil liability insurance of the
carrier does not fully cover the liability of
the carrier to the passenger. This provi-
sion is understood in the first part of Ar-
ticle 12 of the Law of the Republic of Uz-
bekistan “On Obligatory Insurance of
Carrier’s Civil Liability”. According to it,
the indemnity is paid in the amount of
damage to life, health and (or) property of
passengers, but not more than the sum
insured.

According to the Resolution of the
Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of
Uzbekistan Ne 266 dated September 15,
2015 “On Measures for Implementation
of the Law of the Republic of Uzbekistan”
On Obligatory Insurance of Carrier’s Civ-
il Liability “ the amount of insurance
payout for each passenger in accordance
with the Obligatory Insurance of Carrier’s
Civil Liability agreement is equal to $
11 000 USD, of them:

$ 10,000 - for compensation of dam-
age to life or health of a passenger;

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$ 1 000 US dollars - for compensation
of damage to property of the passenger.

It is understood from the rule that in
the event of damage to the passenger in
carriage is more than the insurance sum
established by the legislation, the part of
the damage not covered by the insurance
benefit is covered by the carrier. This is
because the insurance compensation is
not about the full coverage of the damage,
but about the payment within the limits
of the insurance sum. For example, if a
carrier’s property has been damaged by a
carrier’s 30 million sum, the insurance
indemnity should be paid only for US $
1,000, or about 9,400,000 sums, and the
rest will be covered by the carrier -
20,600,000.

Compulsory insurance of carrier’s civ-
il liability has its own peculiarities as to
whether the loss of life, health or property
of a passenger is liable to the liability of
the carrier. As mentioned above, trans-
portation services are carried out by ex-
cessive risk sources, and there are special
provisions in civil law regarding probable
liability for damage caused by excessive
risk sources. According to the first part of
Article 999 of the Civil Code of the Re-
public of Uzbekistan, legal entities and
citizens (transport organizations, indus-
trial enterprises, buildings, owners of ve-
hicles, etc.) whose activities pose exces-
sive danger to those around them, are

subject to excessive risk, if they cannot
prove that they were caused by the delib-
erate act of the victim.

Commenting these rules,
O. Okyulov states that the damage caused
by excessive risk does not require the per-
petrator’s fault to bear responsibility. A
person who performs an activity that

on

poses an excessive risk to others is liable
for any harm, including accidental dam-
age. This limit of responsibility reaches
the limit of the irreversible sphere of
power. For this reason, increased liability
for damage from a source of increased
risk is called an increased liability™.

In our opinion, the civil liability of the
carrier is also an increased liability and in
this case the insurance may not cover all
the losses to the passenger, which does
not exclude the carrier’s liability to the
passenger for the part covered by the in-
surance indemnity. Consequently, com-
pulsory insurance of civil liability of a
carrier is intended solely for social protec-
tion and provides protection of the rights
of the passenger only in the amount, in
the amount and in accordance with the
procedure established by law. This, in
turn, indicates that the compulsory insur-
ance of carriers’ civil liability is limited,
imperative, and predominant in the regu-
latory and legal order.

The development of a
system of strategic and tactical measures
in the field of innovation can only be
done on a scientific basis. Therefore, eve-
ryone who is actively engaged in any field
of activity should have an understanding
of the general laws of science and technol-
ogy development, how to effectively apply
news, the theory of innovation, the prac-
tice of organizing and managing innova-
tion. that is, they need to know the basic
principles of an innovation strategy and

the peculiarities of the formulation and
implementation of an appropriate innova-
tion policy.

It should be noted that the develop-
ment of tourism is, first of all, connected
with the development of hotels, which are
a part of the tourism industry. After all,
the hotel business is an integral part of
tourism, and it is the most important part
of the tourist services, providing complex
services that meet the needs of tourists.

o skills in management decisions and
their implementation.

In conclusion, it is important to use
the latest and up-to-date methods, and
the introduction of new information
technologies for the proper operation of
the hotel. It is necessary to use interna-
tional experience, industry guidelines,
electronic materials and web sites to
carry out activities. It is possible to de-
velop innovative ways and methods of
innovation development in the devel-
oped and developing countries of the
world, taking into account common laws
and trends of development, as well as
unique conditions of the country pos-
sessing rich natural resources, produc-
tion and scientific and technical poten-
tial. In the modern world, due to the
radical change in the role of science and
technology in the commercialization of
intellectual products, each state, as well
as the lower level management struc-
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tures at the level of individual enterpris-
es, have little idea about allocation of
resources for research and innovation
activities in market conditions. and de-
veloping a low-innovation policy that
will enable the region, organization, and
individual to effectively achieve their
social and economic goals. In addition,
for public policy purposes it is advisable
to divide macro-level innovation into
basic innovations, improved innovations
and false innovations.
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Each enterprise sets its own business
strategy and objectives, taking into ac-
count its competitors in the production
and sale of its products. The fact that the
market economy is based on different
forms of ownership allows for the intro-
duction of new technologies in produc-
tion, which leads to lower prices in the
market due to increased supply of prod-
ucts and a healthy competitive environ-
ment among market participants. On
April 30, 2005 the Decree of the First
President of the Republic of Uzbekistan
“On Establishment of the State Commit-
tee of the Republic of Uzbekistan on anti-
trust, Support of Competition and Entre-
preneurship” [1] was adopted. In accord-
ance with the Decree of the President of
the Republic of Uzbekistan and with the
aim of further accelerating the work on
antitrust of economy, development of
competitive environment, support of en-
trepreneurship and protection of con-
sumer rights May 5, 2005 of the State
Committee on Support of Entrepreneur-

ship and Entrepreneurship ”[2]. This De-
cree outlines the overall activities of the
Committee on antitrust, Support of Com-
petition and Entrepreneurship on the
procedure, organizational structure, cen-
tral office and number of employees. It is
identify competitors’
strengths or secrets of success, to study
their shortcomings, and to adjust their
activities to eliminate them.

There are six main types of attack
strategies’:

Attempts to counter or overpower a
competitor’s strengths.

Attempts to take advantage of a com-
petitor’s weaknesses.

Attack on multiple fronts simultane-
ously.

Getting unused spaces.

Guerrilla War.

Competitive advantage is almost al-
ways achieved through successful offen-

necessary to

sive strategic actions. The duration of this
period depends on how long it will take
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for an attacker to regain lost positions.
There are several ways to protect your
competitive advantage. One is to prevent
competitors from starting customized
movements. This approach involves the
following key steps [3]:

1. Expand the product range to fill in
the empty market slots.

2. Development of models and prod-
ucts that competitors may or may not
own.

3. Offering models close to competi-
tors’ products at lower prices.

4. To conclude agreements with com-
petitors and distributors to push them
away from the distribution network.

5. Provide significant discounts to in-
termediaries and distributors to prevent
them from communicating with other
providers.

6. Offer consumers free or low-cost
training.

7. Take measures to keep consumer
demand for their products.

8. Increase credit sales.

9. Reduce delivery time for compo-
nents.

10. Patenting of alternative technolo-
gies.

11. Protecting private know-how

12. Signing exclusive contracts with
the best vendors.

The second approach to the defense
strategy is to ensure that competitors do
not respond to their actions and that the
company is ready to attack.

In competitive markets, all businesses
can be targets of competitors’ attacks. At-
tacks can be carried out by new business-
es, just as old ones do. The aim of the de-

fense strategy is to reduce or minimize
the risk of an attack. While the strategy of
protection does not increase the competi-
tiveness of the company; it allows to create
defensive structures around the competi-
tive position and maintain the competi-
tive advantage. The same company may
follow an aggressive strategy for its type
1 product and a defense type 2 strategy.
The entrepreneurial strategies described
by P. Drucker deserve special considera-
tion, highlighting three different business
strategies.

1. Blast and first hit;

2. Rapid and unexpected attacks;

3. Finding and Acquiring Ecological
Signs;

These strategies do not overlap. Often,
a single entrepreneur uses a combination
of two strategies and sometimes three ele-
ments of a strategy in a company. These
strategies are not characterized by strong
differentiation. For example, one strategy
can be categorized as either an unexpect-
ed attack or a search for and capture of its
ecological label. Finally, each of them has
its disadvantages and risks. From the
comments above you can make the fol-
lowing suggestions:

1. Performing business, competing
with mistakes made by competitors to
gain absolute advantage in the competi-
tion;

2. Ideal adjusted movements are much
larger (for example, obtaining a new pat-
ent for pharmaceuticals provides a sig-
nificant advantage) or small (such as, in
the garment industry. can be created by
copying) to create competitive advantage.

3. The higher the profitability of the
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Initially Khorezm’s aspiration for in-
dependence was suppressed by Sultan
Sanjar, but later the invasion of several
states and tribes into the Seljuk state led to
the weakening of Sultan Sanjar’s forces
and the rise of Khorezm’s father. Initially,
the Chinese would later weaken Sultan
Sanjar’s attack and persecution of the
Kurdish people. Although the Seljuks
were defeated and the Kurds were defeat-
ed in the later wars, the Kurds threat to
Central Asia was not completely elimi-
nated. The Kurds were founded in 1151 by
Alouddin Hussein. The Kurds have estab-
lished a powerful state that covers almost
all parts of modern Afghanistan, includ-
ing Sindh, Punjab, Banoras and other
parts of India.

During Khorezm’s Ottoman rule, rela-
tions with the Kurds were insignificant
because the Kurds were in the Seljuk state
at that time. After Khorezm’s withdrawal
from the Seljuks, diplomatic relations
with the giants increased. Especially after
the death of Khorezmshah El-Arslan. The
interference of the Kurds in the internal
affairs of the Khorezm region led to the
breakdown of relations between the two
countries. After the death of El-Arslan,

Khorezmshal’s second son, Sultanshah,
became the new ruler, and Alouddin
Takash, the true successor of the throne,
demanded his right. Sultanshoh, who was
dissatistied with his brother’s case, fled
the capital and asked for help from
Giyosiddin Muhammad, the Kurdish gov-
ernor. As a result, the Kurds moved to
Khorezm. The situation does not turn out
to be that of the hypocrites, and the Kurds
go back, leaving only a small army. Until
the death of Sultanshah (1193), the Kurds
supported him.

Khorezmsh Takash fights many battles
to defeat the Kurdish forces, but cannot
fully defeat them. At some point in his
reign, Takash tried to make alliances with
the Kurds. For example, in a letter to Takash
(1181), he suggested that the Kurds fight
together against the Chinese, and he did.

Takash'’s successor, Sultan Alouddin Mu-
hammad, will continue the fight against the
Kurds and will make significant progress.
The struggles that began during the early
reign of Alouddin and the insistence of
some of the local governors against the
Khorezmian king help the Kurds to invade
Khorezm. The troops are preparing to
march north to Khorazm. However,
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Khorezm region is in 10-stage in terms
of area size and in 9-stage in terms of
population in the Republic 303,4 people
conform to area according to the average
density of the population in the region(the
data in 2018). It is enabled to observe ter-
ritorial and multiple changes of popula-

tion by analyzing demographic processes
of the population in the region. Popula-
tion rise is connected to geographic situa-
tion of a region.

Most of the public are today settled by
the nearest areas to the banks of
Amudaryo, the canals in which water

Because, conditions,
scales and results of activity diversities are

easier to be perceived between the men-
tioned processes.To conclude, speed of
population rise is directly connected with
development of society and changes that
are happening there. Dynamics of popu-
lation can be defined at rising pace of city
and village population.

As the region’s population is rising
naturally at a high pace, it can lead to so-
cio-economic and ecological problems in
the future. Using natural resources wisely,
keeping the ecologic balance and provid-
ing with constant development are very
crucial practically [2]. Besides, expanding
of public destinations will be seen explic-
itly in the near future.So, to solve these
problems have been remaining compli-
catedly. Public destinations can be super-
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vised and put in order by mapping of
population regularly with the purpose of
preventing from the potential problems
the above.

Public is socio-economy concept in a
wide meaning. It is not only a manufac-
turer but also a consumer. Accordingly, to
learn a consistent rise, situation and mul-
tiple changes of population plays a funda-
mental role in terms of scientific and
practical [3]. At the present days, demand
for electronic maps in cartography is rela-
tively increasing. Plus, many problems are
being unraveling as a result of using these
maps. There are a lot of programs in order
to create electronic maps.

Demands for GIS ( geographic infor-
mation system ) are upsurging day by day.
Electronic maps which are being pre-
pared by means of GIS programs have al-
ready become very important factor for
manufacturing and other spheres.

Expanding public destinations at how
rate can be analyzed by composing re-
gion’s public maps. It can be expedient if
national structure, density, age, genre,

professional structure and religious status
are presented in public maps. If destina-
tions of public living are presented in
symbolic method, spreading of popula-
tion geographically shows its spreading
over areas in a method of dots. Besides,
cartographic illustrating methods like ar-
eals, cartogram and cartodiagram are
used, as well.

The duty of publib maps is mainly to
serve to solve potensial matters. A chance
of creating necessary resources for popu-
lation rise and unraveling social problems
will appear together with learning public
maps of Khorezm region in the future.
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Customs policy consists in the
establishment of effective customs con-
trol, setting conditions for customs clear-
ance of goods and means of transport,
collection of customs duties and privileg-
es in this area, establishment of legal re-
sponsibility for the violation of customs
legislation, stimulation and protection of
the country’s economy.

Implementation of the customs policy
of the Republic of Uzbekistan shall be
considered as achieving its objectives.
Each activity is based on some principles
and is considered as the basis for achiev-
ing its goals based on these principles. In
this way, the basic principles and tasks of
customs policy are aimed at achieving
specific goals.

In accordance with Article 76 of the
Constitution of the Republic of Uzbeki-
stan, Oliy Majlis of the Republic of Uz-
bekistan is the Supreme representative
body and exercises legislative power.

In accordance with Article 78 of the
Constitution of the Republic of Uzbeki-
stan, Oliy Majlis (jointly with Legislative
Chamber and the Senate) adopts customs
laws within its competence. This article
defines the system and powers of the cus-
toms authority in accordance with para-
graph 5, and introduces taxes and other
obligatory payments in accordance with
paragraph 9, including customs duties,

customs excise tax, value added tax and
other mandatory payments. These powers
are exercised through the constituent
function of the Oliy Majlis. The Oliy Ma-
jlis of the Republic of Uzbekistan in ac-
cordance with paragraph 13 of Article
78 of the Constitution approves the de-
crees of the President of the country on
the formation and abolition of the State
Customs Committee, and on its structural
changes.

In accordance with Article 89 of the
Constitution of the Republic of Uzbeki-
stan, the President is the head of state in
the Republic of Uzbekistan.

Article 93 The President of the Repub-
lic of Uzbekistan

According to para 3 «represents the
Republic of Uzbekistan in the country
and in international relations», and in
paragraph 4 «conducts negotiations and
signs contracts and agreements of the
Republic of Uzbekistan, ensuring obser-
vance of the agreements signed by the
Republic and its obligations.»Within
these powers, the President of the country
signs international customs contracts and
agreements and guarantees their fulfill-
ment. In accordance with paragraph 16 of
this article, the acts of the governing bod-
ies of the country, including the State
Customs Committee and its subordinate
bodies, suspend and repeal them if they
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do not meet the interests of the Republic
and the rights and freedoms of citizens.
This authority stems from the oversight
function of the President of the country.

In accordance with Article 93, para
8 of the Constitution, the President of the
Republic of Uzbekistan «creates and abol-
ishes ministries, state committees and
other bodies of state administration».
This authority also applies to the State
Customs Service and is appointed by the
President of the Republic of Uzbekistan
on the recommendation of the Prime
Minister in accordance with Article 9 of
the Law «On the State Customs Service».
The President of the Republic of Uzbeki-
stan has a number of powers in the area of
assignment of special titles to customs
officials, including the Decree of the Cab-
inet of Ministers of the Republic of Uz-
bekistan dated August 1, 2006 Ne 154 «On
Amendments to Some Decrees of the
Government of the Republic of Uzbeki-
stan (In edition of the Presidential decree
of the Republic of Uzbekistan from
9/12/2006 of the President of the Republic
of Uzbekistan «About additional mea-
sures for the organization of activities of
the State Customs Committee of the Re-
public of Uzbekistan»). According to the
decision of the President of the Republic
of Uzbekistan, the procedure of assign-
ment and deprivation of special ranks is
defined by the President of the Republic
of Uzbekistan. In light of existing legisla-
tive norms, the President also has signifi-
cant authority to determine the main
functions of customs authorities.

The executive power shall be exercised
by the Cabinet of Ministers of the Repub-

lic of Uzbekistan. The Cabinet of Minis-
ters, through its constituent function, has
adopted the Law «On the Cabinet of
Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan»

Develops proposals on improving the
management structure under Article 5,
on the establishment, reorganization and
liquidation of ministries, state commit-
tees, agencies, and other bodies of state
and economic management of the Re-
public of Uzbekistan. In accordance with
Article 3 of the Law «On the State Cus-
toms Service», the Cabinet of Ministers
has the power to form and organize the
activities of the State Customs Commit-
tee. On the basis of this authority, the
Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of
Uzbekistan adopted the Resolution #
374 of July 30, 1997. The adoption of this
resolution by the Cabinet of Ministers
marked the beginning of an important
turning point in the area of customs ad-
ministration. The Cabinet of Ministers is
considered to be the central executive
body, and its competence includes issues
related to tariff policy.

The reforms in the customs policy are
carried out in our country on a regular
basis. Enhanced customs administration
will improve the efficiency of our coun-
try’s foreign economic activity, protect the
domestic market from poor and smug-
gled products, and create additional con-
ditions for businesses, small businesses
and private entrepreneurs to promote
their products on the world market.
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Investment funds occupy a signifi-
cant place in the economy of many coun-
tries. But in the economy of Uzbekistan
they do not yet have their place. Howev-
er, the first investment fund was estab-
lished 26 years ago.

According to economist M. Sultanov,
on June 1, 1994, the first investment fund
was established in Uzbekistan.

A special law regulating the activities
of investment funds was adopted in
2015 year. Until then, the legal definition
to the investment fund was given in the
laws regulating the securities market.The
legislation regulating the legal market of
securities was adopted 3 times in 1996, in
2008 and in 2015.

The first legal definition of the invest-
ment fund is given in the law «On the
mechanism of activity of the Securities
Market», adopted on 25 April 1996. This
law consists of 31 articles and was valid
until 2008 year. With the adoption of the
law «On the Securities Market»on July
22, 2008, this normative document lost
its force. Article 3 of the law of 1996 stip-
ulates that, unlike other investment in-
stitutions, only mutual funds are estab-
lished in the form of public limited
company.

Article 11 of the law of 1996 provides
for alegal definition of the activities of the
investment fund. According to him, a le-

gal entity that purchases and issues shares
for the purpose of the launch of funds
from investors, as well as putting funds on
behalf of the fund to securities, accounts
in banks and deposits is an investment
fund. Instead of the 1996 law, the law was
adopted in the new edition «on the Secu-
rities Market»on July 22, 2008. This law
was much more thorough and progressive
than the previous law. If the old law con-
sisted of 31 articles, then the law in
2008 year consisted of 64 articles. In this
law, the scope of legal relations was estab-
lished, new concepts were introduced into
the law. Also important was the definition
of legal concepts, the main innovation of
the law of 2008 year. This law also lost its
force with the adoption of the law of the
Republic of Uzbekistan «on amendments
and additions to the law of the Republic of
Uzbekistan»on the securities market»
dated June 3, 2015.

In Article 23 of the law of 2008 year,
the activity of investment funds was ex-
pressed much more clearly than in Article
11 of the law of 1996 year. According to
this article, a legal entity that issues shares
for the purpose of attracting investors’
funds and placing them in securities,
other investment assets, as well as in bank
accounts and deposits, in accordance with
the legislation, is an investment fund of
the stock company.
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Also, this article established two
norms that were not in the previous
law, the first is that the investment
fund does not have the right to change
to other organizational and legal forms
of a legal entity. That is, investment
funds are established only in the form
of a public limited company. It can not
be established in the form of a LLC.
However, in developed countries, it is
possible to organize investment funds
in several different organizational and
legal forms. The second is that the in-
vestment fund can be added, divided,
separated, investment funds are reor-
ganized only in the form of a public
limited company. Also, the law of
2008 establishes a special requirement
that the termination or cancellation of
the validity of the license granted to
the investment fund in order to carry
out professional activities in the secu-
rities market may lead to the termina-
tion of the investment fund in accor-
dance with the established procedure.

On June 3, 2015, the law «On the
securities market», which is currently in
force, was adopted. In Article 29 of the
law, the investment fund is given a legal
definition. According to him, a legal
entity that issues shares with the aim of
attracting investors ¢ funds and invest-
ments in investment assets is an invest-
ment fund of the community of share-
holders. If in the law of 2008 it was es-
tablished that investment funds can in-
vest concentrated funds in securities,
other investment assets, as well as in
bank accounts and deposits, then the
law of 2015 is defined as investment as-

sets, compacting all of the objects of
investment.

The law of 2015 also further improved
the norms for the functioning of invest-
ment funds, introduced norms that were
not met in previous laws, including re-
strictions on the functioning of invest-
ment funds. The law of 2015 year im-
posed 8 restrictions on investment funds,
these norms were also developed in a
special law and brought to 11 pieces. The
main purpose of these restrictions is to
protect the rights of investors.

Two months later, on August 25, 2015,
a special special law «On investment and
unit funds» was adopted on mutual funds
as a subject of collective investment. This
law consists of 29 articles. The law intro-
duced the concept of unit funds, which is
a new phenomenon in the legislation of
Uzbekistan. This law has developed legal
innovations related to investment funds.
In the law, investment funds were divided
into two groups: investment fund and
unit trust.

According to Article 3 of the law, a le-
gal entity that carries out the issuance of
shares with the aim of attracting money
from investors and putting them in in-
vestment Assets is an investment fund of
the public limited companies.
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Implementation and provision of
property rights of citizens and legal enti-
ties play a special role in the sustainable
development of the society and economic
growth of the state. That is why the law
pays special attention to the protection of
property and the guarantees of the rights
of the proprietor. It is clear that, despite
the fact that the Law of the Republic of
Uzbekistan “On guarantees of protection
of private property and guarantees of
ownership” of September 24, 2012 has
established the guarantees of proprietary
rights, special methods of its protection
have also been established.

It should be noted that various civil
and legal instruments and methods are
used to secure the interests of the propri-
etor. These instruments can be used to
refer to the property of the proprietor (eg,
purchase, gift, rent, savings, etc.) and
means of ownership (the instruments of
succession). In this regard, the manage-
ment of inheritance property is governed
by the legitimacy of the right of succes-
sion and the legitimacy of the inheritance
rights in the exercise of the inheritance,

protection and protection of the heredi-
tary estate, the exercise of the rights to the
hereditary estate, control over the fulfill-
ment of the inheritor’s wishes to that
property. For example, the testator can
presume that a will be governed by a will
until the inheritance is opened and dis-
tributed among the heirs. In most cases,
after the opening of the inheritance, it is
sufficient to make and maintain a list of
hereditary property to safeguard the in-
herited property. However, in practice,
there may be situations in which certain
property (business, equity, equity, real es-
tate, etc.), which is required to be gov-
erned by the inheritance and which does
not result in the loss of or negligent legal
action. In this case, it is important to de-
fine the legal basis for the management of
the hereditary estate that is required to be
governed, and the aspects related to the
management before its transfer to the suc-
cessor. Failure to do legal and actual ac-
tions against property after the death of a
person, which is an object of active eco-
nomic interference, can damage the inter-
ests of the heirs, which may lead to the
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loss or loss of the property of the heredi-
tary estate or to an object of economic
benefit. Therefore, the shareholding in the
companies, securities, joint-stock compa-
nies and partnership belonging to the de-
ceased can not be stopped for a long time
and it is necessary to manage it before the
property is transferred to the heir, which is
to apply the provisions of the property
management agreement based on.
Restrictions on the composition of
subjects of trustworthy management of
the hereditary property, the inability of
the beneficiary to be voluntary, this con-
tract serves to ensure the succession of
the heirs and characterized by the con-
tinuation of the inheritance process. If the
agreement on the management of the
common property is made for the pur-
pose of profit, a contract for the trust
management of the inheritance property
shall be concluded for the purpose of pro-
tecting the property. However, it is neces-
sary to maintain the enterprise in the op-
eration of the contract for the purpose of
providing the enterprise with reliable
management, to ensure that the enter-
prise carries out its activities as a legal
entity. Otherwise, the management of the
enterprise will not be meaningful and will
only be the relationship that is made
through the deposit insurance agreement,
which is aimed at maintaining the prop-
erty complex. The analysis shows that in
most cases the exclusive right is required
for shares in the heritage, enterprises and
companies, securities, intellectual prop-
erty objects. According to the first part of
Article 85 of the Civil Code, the enter-
prise is a property complex as a property

complex. At the same time, the need for
reliable management of an enterprise de-
pends on the fact that the enterprise is an
active participant of the civil circulation
and that it is a guarantee that the heirs
receive the enterprise in the “job” rather
than the excess baggage. Objects which
are the property of the inheritance to-
gether with the entity and are still under
construction contractual agreement;
buildings that are used as a shopping cen-
ter, partly or entirely on the premises,
need to be put in place in a reliable man-
agement. Also, as a hereditary estate, any
real estate that is intended for the dwell-
ing of citizens may be given to the trust
management, but the rights of the persons
residing in this real estate shall be com-
plied with. The purpose of a reliable man-
agement of such property is to find the
leaseholders and conclude a lease agree-
ment with them. As a result, heirs will
receive not only real estate, but also the
rent of a trustworthy manager with a de-
ductible from the premium. The legal lit-
erature has stated a number of opinions
on the contractual property management
agreement, in particular the legal nature
of the contractual property management
agreement.

However, the appointment of the heir
to the trustee and the exercise of his or her
managerial functions increases the level of
conservation and care of the hereditary
object. It is therefore desirable to include in
the current legislation specific provisions
on the reliable management of inheritance.
We have to take into consideration that the
Article 1149 of the Civil Code of the Re-
public of Uzbekistan provides for the in-
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troduction of the article entitled “Reliable
management of the hereditary estate” and
establishing a contract for the management
of the inheritance property. In this case,
the contract of trust management of the
estate property must be notarized by the
management founder, the successor to the
successor of the trustee, and the other reg-
ulations related to the trust management of
such property shall be regulated by the
provisions of Article 49 of the Civil code.
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
