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The environmental issues addressed in the
Physical Geography of the continents and
oceans course are dictated by the growing
global problem of environmental protection.
Environmental education of students in the
study of continents and oceans contributes
acquaintance with issues such as changing the
terrain under the influence of human activi-
ties, the problem of air pollution and the prob-
lem of acid rain; scarcity of fresh water in
some areas of the mainland as a result of de-
pletion and pollution of reservoirs, change of
natural conditions as a result of predatory at-
titude of the person to the environment; inter-
action of nature and society, international co-
operation in solving the problems of nature
protection of the Earth [3].

Consider the content of the course «Geog-
raphy of continents and oceansy. The study of
continents begins with the introduction of
students with the peculiarities of the nature of
Eurasia. According to experts, in 30-50 years
will begin an irreversible process, which at the
turn of the XXI-XXII centuries will lead to a

global environmental catastrophe. Particularly
alarming was the situation on the European
continent. Western Europe has largely ex-
hausted its ecological resources and is accord-
ingly using others. In European countries
there are almost no intact biosystems. The
exception is the territory of Norway, Finland,
to some extent Sweden and, of course, Eura-
sian Russia. In Russia (17 million km?) is
9 million km? pristine, so that work Environ-
mentally friendly and systems and. Much of
this territory is tundra, which is biologically
unproductive. But the Russian forest tundra,
taiga, sphagnum (peat) marshes are ecosys-
tems without which it is impossible to imagine
a normally functioning biosystem of the entire
globe.

Issues related to changing natural land-
scapes under the influence of man are ad-
dressed in the study of North America. In the
mainland, natural complexes have been great-
ly influenced by human economic activity. In
vast areas they are plowed and built up, espe-
cially the east and midwest of the United

10 Monografia pokonferencyjna
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States of America and southern Canada. The
area of mixed and deciduous forests is re-
duced by 60% and the area of the prairies is
almost completely plowed. Introducing stu-
dents to the mainland involves the study of air
pollution, large inland reservoirs, soils. In ad-
dition, future geography teachers are studying
the factors that change the species composi-
tion of flora and fauna.

Here is an example of a fragment of our
lecture from this course: «In recent years,
North American countries have been suffering
from the «acid» rain. This phenomenon is the
result of the transfer of toxic substances into
the atmosphere by western winds by some
industrial enterprises. In areas of contaminat-
ed precipitation, reservoir poisoning, distur-
bance of soils and loss of vegetation occur.
This information contributes to the formation
of ecological thinking and ecological outlook
of students.

In the process of studying South America,
great attention is paid to the cruel extermina-
tion of the animals of the mainland and the
extermination of rainforests in the Amazon.
Getting to know the natural features of South
America involves exploring the location of the
reserves.

Introducing students to Africa begins
with finding out the reasons for changing the
natural wealth of the mainland. They are the
long exploitation of wealth colonizers and ex-
cessive economic activity. There are a number
of natural complexes in the African continent
that have undergone significant changes as a
result of human activity, especially in the north-
ern and southern suburbs of the mainland. In
the area of savannas there is an intense impact
on natural complexes with overgrazing, result-
ing in desert area growing annually, which in
turn leads to changes in the species composi-
tion of flora and fauna. In the process of study-
ing the mainland, students become acquainted
with the protected areas and national parks, as
well as consider and propose various nature
conservation measures.

The theme «Australia and Oceania» re-
veals the problem of the destruction of unique
animals, the impact of humans on plant com-
munities, focuses students’ attention on the
disappearance of relict species of flora and
fauna.

International cooperation of all countries
in the field of nature protection is being con-
sidered in the process of exploring Antarctica.
Contamination of the mainland with lead,
sulfur, and coastal waters — with oil, is a seri-
ous concern for all humanity.

The study of the continents goes hand in
hand with the study of the oceans, their indi-
vidual characteristics, and riches. Much atten-
tion is paid to such environmental pollution as
changes in the species composition of flora
and fauna as a result of human activity; re-
gional environmental problems of protected
areas; rational use of resources and protection
of waters from pollution. In the process of
studying these issues, in our opinion, a sense
of anxiety for the future nature of the oceans
and seas, as well as an awareness of the need
for protection and care for the water of the
oceans, are formed.

Contamination of the Caribbean, Medi-
terranean and other regional seas, degrada-
tion of Mediterranean landscapes, the pro-
cess of desertification as is seized of the Sa-
hel and the Sahara and began to appear also
in Australia and other regions, the degrada-
tion of nature Amazon due to improper de-
velopment, excessive destruction of tropical
forests in the Congo Basin, Indonesia and
other regions, depletion of the gene pool of
wild flora and fauna, reducing sources of
clean water — many of the severe conse-
quences of irrational nature outgrow regional
framework and become global, universal
values.

The examples above show that every
global environmental problem has a regional
dimension that cannot be ignored in practical
or educational activities, and in this sense,
geography with its regional approach to nature
and economy studies takes precedence over
other fields of knowledge [1, 2].

In our opinion, the integration approach,
the global coverage of the material and the
well-defined regional structure of this course
provide him with a significant role in the
preparation of a modern, environmentally
minded geography teacher [4].
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One of the global problems of our time is
the problem of the relationship between nature
and man. For centuries, the predatory attitude
of man to nature has led to the depletion of its
resources, the pollution of its components.

The main responsibility for the formation
of the ecological culture of the younger genera-
tion lies with the school. One of the most im-
portant tasks of the modern school is to in-
crease the students’ environmental knowledge,
equipping them with the skills of the competent
use of natural resources, and fostering a high
environmental culture of behaviour [3, ¢.190].

Teachers are entrusted with the social func-
tion of educating such a generation, which
should ensure the safe existence of man on
Earth. The teacher faces a serious task, by all
means and methods to foster a responsible atti-
tude of students to the natural environ-
ment. However, this is only possible if the
teacher himself is competent in environmental
education and upbringing, and also has knowl-
edge and skills in working with schoolchil-
dren. Today, many graduates of a pedagogical
university have a consumer approach to nature

that has a low level of perception of environmen-
tal problems; the need for practical participation
in real work to improve the environment is not
developed. In this regard, there is a need for en-
vironmental education of students of a peda-
gogical university [1, c.8].

Ecological education is an organized and
purposeful process of forming a system of sci-
entific knowledge about nature and society,
views and beliefs that ensure the formation of
responsible attitude of young people to nature,
a real indicator of which are the practical ac-
tions of students and students in relation to the
environment, meeting the standards of human
morality [5, ¢.32].

The urgency of this problem is due to the
fact that today there are not enough specialists
who competently conduct work on the environ-
mental education of schoolchildren; many of
them do not possess pedagogical skills that al-
low them to work effectively and fruitfully in
this area.

In these conditions, the role of pedagogi-
cal universities is growing. Serious prepara-
tion of pedagogical students for activities in
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the field of environmental education and up-
bringing involves arming them with a system
of knowledge and skills: knowledge of nature,
as a single, holistic system, living environ-
ment and the source of human existence; basic
natural processes ensuring the integrity of na-
ture; unwanted environmental changes and
their causes; the main contradictions between
society and nature at the present stage; main
ways of nature conservation; international
environmental issues; the ability to recognize
and describe natural objects and phenome-
na; identify natural relationships; assess the
impact of man on the natural environment
and predict its consequences; Responsible to
nature; make decisions to improve the natu-
ral environment; to carry out special meas-
ures for the protection of nature; comply with
the rules of conduct in personal communica-
tion with nature; to promote the ideas of na-
ture conservation in all types of social and
labor activities [2,c.59; ].

A great role is played in the preparation of
future teachers for courses in the methods of
teaching natural sciences, in which students get
acquainted with various forms of methods and
means of environmental education at school.
An equally important role in the formation of
pedagogical skills of future teachers is played
by pedagogical practice. Students have a real
opportunity to apply pedagogical skills, formed
during the classroom, during independent les-
sons, extra-curricular activities. Successive
practice allows future teachers to improve their
acquired skills, to work on creative self-devel-
opment during the environmental education of
students [4, ¢.59].

To form pedagogical preparation of stu-
dents for implementation environmental educa-

tion at school needs active study and use on
practice of the developed technologies of form-
ing pedagogical skills, practical recommenda-
tions on the method of environmental educa-
tion [6, ¢.75].

Conceptual component of the formation of professional
thinking of future teachers of physical education

Key words: conceptual component, professional thinking, future teachers of
physical education, pedagogical approaches, pedagogical component.

The basis of the technology for the for-
mation of professional thinking of future
teachers of physical education is the concept
of the structural and functional relationship
of all components of the educational pro-
cess. At the same time, it is customary to
proceed from the fact that it should ensure
the formation of the following components
of professional thinking: knowledge systems,
methods of their improvement, methods of
pedagogical thinking, including a number of
hierarchically organized levels: the level of
general ideas, the level of constructive and
methodical schemes, the level of technical
receptions; systems of strategic intellectual
skills that regulate the thinking process of a
future physical education teacher and are ac-
tivated in the process of developing and mak-
ing appropriate decisions in pedagogical ac-
tivity [1, p.59].

Based on the results of the analysis of
scientific, pedagogical and psychological
sources [1-4], it became possible to highlight
the structural components that contribute to
the process of forming professional thinking
of future physical education teachers: concep-
tual component, target component, substantial
component, operational-active component,
control and evaluation component.

We describe in more detail the conceptu-
al component of the proposed technology.
Conceptual component — includes a social or-
der, purpose, objectives, principles and peda-
gogical approaches of the process of forming
professional thinking. During the design of the
goals and objectives of the process of forming
professional thinking of future teachers of
physical education, it is necessary to highlight
the relevant principles and approaches of
teacher training, namely:

— the principle of integrity — based on the
harmonious interaction of all components,
which is achieved due to the presence of effec-
tive feedback between the expectation and the
result of students’ learning activities;

— principle of adequacy of purpose and con-
tent — involves the use of information that meets
the requirements of the disclosure of specific
educational topics to optimize and improve the
level of the learning process and the assimilation
of educational - material in general;

— principle of professional orientation —
designed to provide a deep relationship be-
tween the fundamental and professional com-
ponents of the training of the future teacher of
physical education.

Its implementation is associated with the
formation of a stable motivational sphere as
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the basis of the personality’s professional ori-
entation;

— principle of differentiation — means the
separation in the educational work of the
teacher of the levels of physical, mental, so-
cial, spiritual, intellectual development of pu-
pils, stimulation of activity, taking into ac-
count the individual characteristics of the
person;

— principle of professionalization — in-
volves the ability of a future physical educa-
tion teacher to give a professional assessment
of their professional activities and the activi-
ties of students.

The next component of the conceptual
component was allocated pedagogical ap-
proaches to the process of formation of pro-
fessional thinking of physical education teach-
ers. They included:

— personal-active approach — involves the
study of the characteristics of the professional
activity of a teacher of physical education, the
identification of the basic characteristics of
professional thinking, ensuring the successful
solution of professional problems, allowing to
determine the mechanisms of regulation and
management of pedagogical activity;

— a systematic approach — applied to the
analysis of pedagogical objects that have
many interconnected elements, united by a
commonality of functions and goals, the unity
of management and functioning, which is in-
herent in pedagogical systems;—

— technological approach — allows the
teacher to actualize the mastery of certain
techniques, procedures, operations, which are
the search for means of purposefully forming
their professional qualities that ensure the ef-
fectiveness of professional activity;

— task approach — involves the introduc-
tion into the content of educational informa-
tion of such tasks that activate the students
’mental processes, strengthen their ability to
operate with theoretical knowledge in prac-
tical situations, use them to solve educa-
tional problems, comprehend and see their
perspective for successful professional ac-
tivity;

— creative approach — allows you to move
away from template thinking, to bring and
adapt the educational process to specific
learning conditions.
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The article deals with the issues of teacher
training at the beginning of the 20th century in
Ukraine, as well as the problem of the study of
the genesis of the idea of the training of teach-
ers of philology in the history of domestic
pedagogical thought, which allows us to char-
acterize the deep national traditions and pro-
gressive trends in the national system of peda-
gogical education. It is indicated that the his-
torical approach will also help to overcome
the contradictions of the existing level of
practical teacher-teacher training and new
growing requirements for its organization and
methodology. A thorough study of historical
and pedagogical sources shows that the issues
of philological education in general, and in
particular — the training of teachers of philol-
ogy, in fact, have been solved since the times
of the functioning of ancient schools in the
times of Kievan Rus. As you know, the first
schools in Kievan Rus, which arose in the XI
century, had a humanitarian orientation.

The development of a democratic Ukraini-
an state, socio-economic and cultural transfor-
mations of society lead to the renewal of gen-
eral educational processes, the formation of

new concepts of personality development, and
actualization of the problems of pedagogical
science. A special place among the scientific
and pedagogical issues are the issues of prepar-
ing a new generation of scientists who can
positively influence the development of soci-
ety, contribute to the preservation of national
culture. In particular, attention is paid to voca-
tional and pedagogical training of competent
and fully-developed specialists, the level of
education of which must ensure the socio-ped-
agogical needs of society in the implementation
of the «National Doctrine of the Development
of Education in Ukraine in the XXI Century.»

The conducted research showed that the
definition in the theoretical section of the
trends in the development of philological edu-
cation and the above stages characterized by
the peculiarities of the organization of training
of teachers of philology in higher educational
institutions of Ukraine in the first half of the
twentieth century. There was also a clear trace
of changes in the practice of content provision
of relevant vocational education.

It should be noted that based on a broad
source basis, the training of teaching staff is
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considered as an integrated system of forma-
tion of general-pedagogical and special
knowledge, skills and skills, which is based on
the general principles of didactics, at the same
time, is reflected in the results of studying and
taking into account the particularities of this
particular system.

Most researchers (D. Vodzinsky, A. Gri-
mot, I. Kobylyatsky, L. Kondrashev, T.
Kurylenko, N. Polovnikov, N. Khmel, etc.), in
addition to general-pedagogical, general-cul-
tural preparation, in the system of vocational-
pedagogical training include and methodical
training. In the studies of these scientists, the
vocational and pedagogical training of teach-
ers refers to the internal unity of the three
main cycles of teaching disciplines on the ba-
sis of general professional purpose. This unity
is conditioned by the nature of the teacher’s
profession, covering the following main com-
ponents: teacher’s professional and cultural
conviction; love for children and psychologi-
cal and pedagogical knowledge of the child;
knowledge of science, on which the educa-
tional subject and methods of teaching for this
science are constructed.

Particular importance in the training of
teaching staff in modern conditions acquires a
combination of fundamental education and a
deep assimilation of scientific foundations of
professional activity with the practical mas-
tery of the basis of professional activities, the
formation of skills and abilities. O. Abdullina
noted that the high professionalism of the
teacher in the chosen field, in combination
with his active participation in various fields
of spiritual and social life, on the one hand,
promotes the comprehensive development of
the specialist, and on the other — contributes to
the increase of efficiency and quality of work
in the chosen specialty [ 1].

This, in turn, allows us to confirm the
conclusion of N. Demianenko about the es-
sence of general pedagogical teacher training
as a unity of pedagogical theory and school
practice. It manifests itself in the fact that on
the one hand, pedagogical theory is a means
of knowledge, explanation and prediction of
practice, on the other — an instrument for
improving school practice, the basis of analy-
sis and a criterion for assessing its effective-
ness [2].

The purpose of the article is to uncover a
holistic system of students’ preparation for
pedagogical activity.

Under the holistic system of readiness of
students for pedagogical activity, we under-
stand such training, in which its cultural-edu-
cational, psychological and pedagogical and
special components are closely linked. It
manifests itself in the following components of
the investigated process: a) various types of
activities, where integrated pedagogical and
special components are integrated; b) the con-
tent, where psychological and pedagogical,
methodological and special knowledge, skills
and abilities are presented in the relationship; c)
methodical equipment, which provides the ac-
quisition of general-methodical knowledge,
skills and arming with special techniques, de-
signed to prepare the future teacher for con-
ducting various extra-curricular forms of work;
d) the practical equipment of a teacher who can
apply the acquired knowledge and skills not
only in lessons, but also in various types of
educational and educational activities [3].

By examining the practical training in the
system of vocational and pedagogical teacher
training in higher pedagogical educational in-
stitutions of Ukraine, we first consider its
content, which is revealed through curricula
and programs, through the formation of the
foundations of pedagogical skills, the achieve-
ment of the unity of theoretical and practical
training by the pedagogy and professionaliza-
tion of pedagogical educational process.

Adhering to the general view of the above-
mentioned researchers, we focus on the gener-
alization of the peculiarities of the practice of
content-based training of teachers-philologists
in the first half of the twentieth century. ac-
cording to selected and theoretically grounded
stages.

Thus, during the analysis of a broad source
base, it became clear that in the first stage (the
first decades of the twentieth century — 1919),
the content of the training of teachers of phi-
lology had an academic orientation.

The Nizhyn Institute of History and Phi-
lology gave a pedagogical education like a
classical one. He trained teachers of male
gymnasia on history, literature, Russian,
Greek and Latin. In the curriculum of the clas-
sical gymnasiums, these disciplines constitut-
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ed an overwhelming majority. The orientation
towards the classical education of teachers
also set requirements for the educational qual-
ification of the students of the institute. The
main contingent of these was formed by per-
sons who completed a course of study in high
schools or religious seminaries. The organiza-
tion of pedagogical training at the institute
was like a university. Students obtained pro-
fessional pedagogical knowledge from a small
volume of lectures in pedagogy and history of
pedagogy, a cycle of lectures on specific
methods. Pedagogical practice took place on
the IV course. It included observation of
teachers’ lessons at the Institute’s gymnasium,
conducting student test lessons and their anal-
ysis, pedagogical observations and weekly
conferences of students and teachers of the
gymnasium, which addressed educational and
methodological aids, and discussed various
pedagogical and methodological problems.

In 1905-1907, the Ukrainian system of
introducing a substantive system of training
for the replacement of the course, which was
extended during the nineteenth century, was
introduced at Ukrainian universities. The sub-
ject system of the curriculum envisaged a
combination of disciplines of all cycles around
the most important, which determined the
specialization of the student. Students inde-
pendently defined the range of educational
disciplines and ways of individual mastering
them [3]. Thus, the content of the training of
teachers-philologists was implemented a per-
sonal approach. The main purpose of profes-
sional education was determined by the self-
development of the student’s personality, the
formation of his creative activity. However,
the subject system was oriented only to a
strong student and a talented teacher. The
massive training as a result of the introduction
of the subject systems has deteriorated signifi-
cantly, losing its academic character. In the
content of pedagogical training, division was
made on propaedeutic and special cycles of
disciplines. The subject system of education
implemented the humanistic principles of
learning, enabling students to independently
formulate individual plans, collaborate with
teachers in research.

An analysis of the plan for the preparation
of secondary school teachers, developed at the

time of the existence of the UNR, showed that
the pedagogical institute was to be opened in
each province, where schools in II and III de-
grees are located in 3 or 4 cities. Teachers at
the pedagogical institute were supposed to
work only by teachers of gymnasiums, pro-
vided that they were teachers of methods of
professional subjects, as well as instructors in
conducting lectures [4]. As can be seen from
the document, the practical training of the fu-
ture teacher was given an exceptional signifi-
cance. Moreover, in the first year of study,
students had to get acquainted with all the
textbooks of a professional subject and
planned to attend practical lectures in an ex-
emplary secondary school. The institute sys-
tematically held conferences where students
discussed lessons learned teachers, reported
on their observations and made conclusions.
At the second year of studying at the institute,
students (training lasted two academic years)
under the supervision of managers themselves
gave trial lessons [5]. In some teacher-training
seminaries, which trained teachers for elemen-
tary schools in the territory of the UNR, there
were two-grade elementary schools where
seminarists were undergoing pedagogical
practice. If it was a church-teacher’s school,
church parish schools were opened for practi-
cal training of students in grades 2 and 3 [6].

An analysis of archival documents and
other historical sources suggests that there
were no teaching institutes at that time in
Ukraine for the joint curriculum. The content
of practical vocational and pedagogical train-
ing was developed independently by each in-
stitute. Members of the Commission for the
reform of teacher institutes, seminaries and
pedagogical courses pointed out that the
teaching methods in the pedagogical high
school should have been consistent with the
common principles. Along with theoretical
studies in the labs were conducted practical
work of a scientific and exclusively pedagogi-
cal nature [7].

Future teachers-philologists have gained a
solid scientific education at higher female
courses as university-type institutions (since
1910), which were provided by highly skilled
teachers who have used a variety of forms of
work. The study found that the psychological
and pedagogical preparation was weaker. Stu-
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dents mastered small-scale courses in peda-
gogy, history of pedagogical trends, psychol-
ogy. Methodological training and pedagogical
practice at the required level were not orga-
nized.

In the course of a scientific search, it was
established that in 1910-1913, there were
pedagogical courses in the Kyiv educational
district with three departments: Russian lan-
guage and literature, mathematics and phys-
ics. The curriculum was supposed daily: in the
morning — practice in secondary schools in
Kyiv, in the evening — lecture classes. The
courses were attended by university students,
teachers of secondary schools [8].

Departments of the Russian language and
the ancient languages were also open on the
pedagogical colleges in Odessa.

During the analysis of the normative docu-
ments it was clarified that the Narcomoss of
the Ukrainian SSR approved the curriculum of
pedagogical training at the courses consisting
of disciplines of the philological direction:
Ukrainian language, Ukrainian literature,
world literature, history of culture, general
study of the world. The pedagogical cycle
formed: psychology, history of education and
education, pedology, pedagogy, school hy-
giene, methods of extracurricular education,
methods of social welfare. The third group
consisted of general education disciplines: al-
gebra, geometry, physics, chemistry, geology,
soil science, botany, zoology, natural resourc-
es of Ukraine, art, music, singing, manual la-
bor.

Pedagogical courses had their basic (ex-
emplary) schools, in which students passed
pedagogical practice.

As noted above, INOs were widely pro-
filed by higher pedagogical educational insti-
tutions. In their programs were the subjects:
history of class struggle, political economy,
history and geography of Ukraine, Ukrainian
language and literature. The cycle of peda-
gogical disciplines was widespread. At the
core of the curriculum, virtually the absolute
majority of the time was devoted to the mas-
tering of pedagogical disciplines, and general
education, fundamental scientific — went to
the background. For example, in the 1920 —
1921 academic year, the faculty of Social
Medicine at the Institute of Philosophy and

Philosophy taught the foundations of psychol-
ogy, the basis of physical education, the theo-
ry of labor education, the policy of Soviet
power in the field of public education
1 course); pedagogical psychology, psychopa-
thology, hygiene, organization of institutions
of socialist education, methods of experimen-
tal study of children and youth (2nd year);
general pedagogy, psychology of childhood
and adolescence, physical education and edu-
cation of hygiene, art in pedagogical practice,
history of elementary education, method of
experimental research 3 year course); the most
important pedagogical trends, the history of
pedagogy, the statistics of education, the chil-
dren’s organization of libraries, the story, the
clear words and reading 4 year). In HINO, he
taught social pedagogy, pedagogy of adoles-
cence, reflexology, pedology, pedology of
school age [7].

Thus, from the explanatory note to the cur-
riculum of the department of professional edu-
cation of the INO, we learn that the central
group of subjects of the whole faculty were
the questions of methodology, pedagogy and
the course “Organization of the educational
process”. With a total number of hours of
4000 and a three-year course of training in a
6-hour day on vocational-pedagogical sub-
jects was given 1800 hours. This document
stated that the correct formulation of the
teacher’s and practical training of the future
teacher should be the basis of the entire fac-
ulty [8].

In 1921, for the elaboration of the project
of the Ukrainian Soviet system of education,
he took up the then People’s Commissar of
Education of the Ukrainian Government G.
Grin’ko. The scheme of education under the
project G.Grin’ka had the following form: 1)
pre-school social upbringing (kindergarten,
orphanage, commune, colony) — from 4 to
8 years; 2) social school education (labor
school), 1st 4-year concentrator — from 8 to
12 years old, 2-year three-year — from 12 to
15 years; 3) vocational school — 2 — 3 years
old with one year after that period for the
training of skilled workers; an institution with
a 4-year course for the training of a qualified
specialist-practitioner; technical schools with
a three-year course for the training of instruc-
tors; an academy with a two-year course of
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training for training in a particular field of
science.

The analysis showed that according to the
“Regulations on Higher Educational Institu-
tions” (1922) a new system of management of
higher educational institutions was introduced
by the party and government bodies. In order
to increase the effectiveness of teacher train-
ing, the provisions of 1922 introduced a so-
called training obligation, which provided for
a maximum term of study, a minimum of aca-
demic achievements and practical lessons for
each student. It was found out that the main
focus was not so much on the level of scien-
tific training, but on controlling the ideologi-
cal growth of students, formation of moral
status, education of the dialectical materialist
outlook not only during the process of assimi-
lation of sciences, but also in the process of
socially useful activity.

Based on the analysis of a typical curricu-
lum for pedagogical institutes and pedagogi-
cal faculties of universities, developed by the
scientific and pedagogical section, it was
found that the actual orientation was to pre-
pare a teacher of a broad profile capable of
teaching one special subject in all classes, and
an additional supplementary class in the lower
classes, second item A broad-profile specialist
was in broad political training. Such a teacher
possessed a great scientific outlook, could
work in different types of educational institu-
tions.

It should also be distinguished from the
disadvantages inherent in this curriculum.
Among them, in our opinion, are important:
the details of psychological and pedagogical
courses; the multidisciplinarity of the curricu-
lum as a result of a broad range of training
constrained the range of special disciplines, in
particular — philological; the unclear alloca-
tion of specialization, the excessive amount of
compulsory courses of the encyclopaedic
courses of cosmology, the history of the origin
of religion, the foundations of sociology,
graphic literacy, the cycle of socio-political
disciplines led to the overload of students,
which led to a decrease in the qualitative level
of training of teachers of philology [CSIA,
p.537, op.6, sp.34 p., arch 98 — 99].

In order to overcome these and other dis-
advantages since 1923, a number of measures

have been taken by the decision of the Peo-
ple’s Commissariat of the Ukrainian SSR re-
garding:

— Overcoming the multidisciplinarity of
curricula through integrated courses;

— transfer of courses of general education
and general pedagogical value to the first
courses of high schools;

— orientation of the educational process to
mastering the scientific method in its specialty;

— Practical-oriented pedagogical training
(the pedagogy should begin with the first year
and continue throughout the term of study).

It was offered at the first course to focus
on general pedagogy, practice in political edu-
cation, production practice, psychology, peda-
gogical technique; Second year — theory of
education, industrial practice; III course — his-
tory of pedagogy, school hygiene; IV course —
legislation in folk education and an overview
of modern pedagogical literature.

Unfortunately, according to an analysis of
historical sources, these constructive propos-
als have not been implemented in educational
practice.

Further development of the idea of practical
vocational and pedagogical training was re-
ceived at the 2nd All-Ukrainian Conference on
Pedagogical Education (1923). One of the main
issues on her was “pedagogy of universities.”

It should be noted that practical training
and educational work in higher educational
institutions was conducted on the basis of the
“Code of Laws on Education”, “Provisional
Regulations on Higher Educational Institu-
tions of Ukraine”. Since 1923, university
committees have been established, which in-
cluded not only teachers, but students. The
task of these commissions was the preparation
of new forms of study in the university, new
methods, curricula, the development of clas-
sifications of skills and skills of students [9].

In the course of a scientific search, IOE cur-
ricula were analyzed. As for philological train-
ing, they provided for the study of a new lan-
guage (Russian), literature and methodology of
the native language. The encyclopedic charac-
ter of philological training provided a large
number of disciplines of general theoretical di-
rection. Criticizing such an approach to speci-
fying the content of pedagogical training in
INO, A. Kalashnikov in his report “On the re-
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form of pedagogical education” (January 1921)
noted that the content of pedagogical education
should form three cycles of disciplines: a) gen-
eral science (the purpose of which is the forma-
tion of a socialist outlook ); b) special (profes-
sional education in groups of sciences); c) spe-
cialization by types of schools [3].

Analyzing the content of general peda-
gogical preparation in the plans and programs
of higher educational institutions of 1920-
1933, it can be stated that in Ukraine, the only
curriculum for these institutions was approved
in 1921. From next year, in most institutes of
public education, general pedagogical training
was presented the cycle “subjects of a peda-
gogical character and labor processes”, which
was constantly supplemented and perfected.

Generalization of materials on the subject
of research showed that programs in peda-
gogical disciplines of those years did not re-
flect the content of this course. Often, the first
part consisted of the history of pedagogy, and
the second included the main issues of peda-
gogical psychology.

However, programs were developed sepa-
rately from pedagogy, didactics, history of
pedagogy. Yes, the program of the course
“History of Pedagogy”, which was made by
the teacher of Kiev WINE V.Rodnikov. the
study of the document showed: in the first
part, the history of general pedagogy (from the
pedagogical ideas of the Old World to the
characteristics of European pedagogical sys-
tems and trends of the 1920s) was disclosed in
great detail; the second part provides an analy-
sis of the history of domestic pedagogy. The
study guides were recommended: Sokolov
“The History of Pedagogical Systems”, O.
Muzichenko “Modern Currents in Western
European Pedagogy”, etc. The program, in our
opinion, lacked a clear periodization, the dos-
age of the material was carried out arbitrarily,
although the author tried to systematize and
deepen the course.

Of interest is the program of general di-
dactics and school science, which M.Daden-
kov has developed. In its first section, the
place and the ratio of pedagogy and didactics
are shown. In addition, the most recent peda-
gogical trends were explored in parallel, and
the importance of the teacher’s personality in
the educational process was emphasized. The

following study guides were recommended:
0O.Muzichenko “What is pedagogy and why it
teaches” (1912), M.Dadenkov “Summary of
lectures on pedagogy (general didactics),
which were read at the summer zemstvo
courses in Kherson” (1914).

In the course of the research it was estab-
lished that in 1922 the All-Ukrainian Peda-
gogical Conference took place, where the
curriculum of the faculty of social education
was revised. In 1923, the Second All-Ukraini-
an Pedagogical Conference took place, one of
the consequences of her work was the new
curriculum for the higher three-year peda-
gogical colleges. Progressive, in our opinion,
it was that each year’s teaching was consistent
with a clear target orientation. General peda-
gogical training occupied a significant place,
however, the variety of compulsory subjects
did not allow him to master it deeply. In the
new plan, an optimal balance between the
theoretical and practical preparation of the
future teacher was not achieved. On Novem-
ber 17, 1923, the Collegium of the Main Pro-
tocol of the Ukrainian SSR approved the cur-
riculum of facswitch, adopted at the 2nd All-
Ukrainian Pedagogical Conference.

In Kharkiv Institute of Informatics and
other pedagogical institutes of higher educa-
tion in Ukraine began to study the subject
“Modern theory of pedagogy”. However, the
introduction of this course almost completely
excluded the study of the history of pedagogy.
Here, on the one hand, the pseudo-innovative
denial of the past reflected on the one hand,
and on the other — an absolute role played by
an absolutist admiration for the ideas of “free
education”. It was established that there was
no systematic and generalized pedagogical
program. With the introduction of official cur-
ricula in the schools of Ukraine, a step was
taken to establish a unified pedagogical cycle;
eliminated the multidisciplinarity of general-
pedagogical preparation, although the frag-
mentation of pedagogy as a teaching subject
still took place.

After analyzing the curricula and pro-
grams of the schools of Ukraine during the
period 1920-1924, we arrived at the following
conclusions: it was inherent in the initial stage
of the formation of the system of higher peda-
gogical education, that every pedagogical
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university, despite the existence of official
plans and programs, independently developed
the content of general pedagogical prepara-
tion, determining its place in the curriculum. It
was a creative approach to conducting general
pedagogical training, but it caused divergenc-
es in the amount, content and methods of
teaching general pedagogical disciplines.
There were no single textbooks and teaching
aids in pedagogical sciences that would give
students systematic scientific knowledge of
the theory of education and upbringing. In
general, general pedagogical training was
characterized by multi-dimensional.

The pedagogical and special training of
subject teachers focused on the curricula of
the State Scientific Council (DNR) of the
People’s Commissariat of the RSFSR, to
which certain changes were introduced at the
republican level. These programs were trans-
lated into Ukrainian and published in the
“Advice for Social Education”, which was
published by the Main Directory of the Peo-
ple’s Commissariat of the Ukrainian SSR. It is
known that the center of the DPR program
was labor training, a great deal of attention
was paid to the study of social science and
regional studies. A comprehensive approach
denied the teaching of independent study sub-
jects as separate branches of knowledge. The
“single plan” provided for the allocation of
two sections — labor and cultural studies. The
latter artificially united data on the history of
material culture, economics, social and politi-
cal life, language, literature, art [9].

The program in the Ukrainian language
consisted of the following sections: thinking
and language (spelling); the most important
phonetic changes and phenomena (sounds
loud, consonant, cute); formation and use of
forms (nouns, adjectives, verbs, immutable
parts of speech); Ukrainian language among
other languages (Russian, Polish, etc.); dia-
lects in the territories where the Ukrainian
language is spoken.

The program on Ukrainian literature (en-
titled “Minimum achievements of Ukrainian
folklore and literature in connection with
world literature”) included the following ma-
terial: folk songs, tales, tales, dumas, legends,
retellings, proverbs, sayings, riddles; the study
of the creativity of I. Kotlyarevsky, T.

Shevchenko, L. Glibov, S. Rudansky, M.
Vovchyk, I.Franko, P.Mirny, P.Kulisch, L.
Ukrainka, M.Vinnichenko, M.Kotsubinsky,
P.Grabovsky, P.Tychyna, G.Chuprynko and
others. [7].

The program in the n language had the fol-
lowing sections: sounds, physiology of
sounds, phonetics, morphology, syntax, spell-
ing. The program of Russian literature in-
cluded the works of Russian writers: V. Zhu-
kovsky, O. Griboyedov, 1. Krylov, O. Koltsov,
A. Pushkin, M. Gogol, M. Lermontov, 1. Tur-
genev, A. Chekhov, L. Tolstoy, I. Goncharova,
V. Garshina, O. Gorky, 1. Nikitina, O. Ostro-
vsky, V. Korolenko, F. Dostoyevsky, G. Us-
pensky, M. Saltykov-Shchedrin, V. Belinsky,
D. Pisarev and others.

From foreign literature, the program en-
visaged the study of one piece by J. Schiller,
C. Dickens, V. Skotta, D. Bayron, V. Hugo, G.
Ibsen, M. Serwantas and others.

To improve the curriculum of the peda-
gogical colleges at the 3rd All-Ukrainian
Pedagogical Conference in 1924, it was de-
cided to develop a single type of plan for the
study of pedagogy.

The study found that in the 1925 —
1926 academic year, the content of general
pedagogical training in the INO practically
remained unchanged. For the second stage of
such a training of the future teacher (1927 —
1929) was characterized by further conver-
gence of pedagogical theory and practice. In
the theoretical part the active systematization
of the course of pedagogy continued. How-
ever, the number of subjects in the pedagogi-
cal cycle increased, then decreased with the
tendency to eliminate multi-discipline. In the
pedagogical institutions of higher education,
the only course in the history of pedagogy
has been developed in order to improve gen-
eral pedagogical training. However, the
teacher’s training and retraining demanded
further improvement. Therefore, in the years
1925 — 1926, a new curriculum was devel-
oped for the INO, in which the following ra-
tio of hours was established between cycles:
the general social cycle — 27%, production
(specialization) — 40%, pedagogical — 33%.
At the Faculty of Vocational Training of Dni-
propetrovsk INO, the teaching time was dis-
tributed as follows: for pedagogical disci-
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plines — 22%, general social sciences — 18%,
special ones — 60% [8].

As we see, the pedagogy of the educa-
tional process was practically embodied in the
INO. However, it should be noted that being
an institution of higher education with a clear
target setting, the IMO as a teaching institu-
tion did not give students a fundamental deep
training in the specialty.

In 1925, a return to the coursework system
of students was implemented, which intensi-
fied the regulation of the educational process.

Educational institutes of vocational educa-
tion (PIPO) created on the basis of the INO
also increased the volume of studying of peda-
gogical disciplines at the expense of special
training. This led to the fact that in the late

Among the most typical steps, one can
distinguish the establishment of a correlation
between the lectures and seminars and practi-

Restoration of
the work of universities in the early 30’s of the
twentieth century. contributed to the orienta-
tion of pedagogical preparation for academic
content. In this connection, the development
of new curricula and programs began. These
curricula were built taking into account all the
components of the teaching and methodologi-
cal work of the universities.

The study found that in the 1925 —
1926 academic year, the content of general
pedagogical training in the INO practically
remained unchanged. For the second stage of
such a training of the future teacher (1927 —
1929) was characterized by further conver-
gence of pedagogical theory and practice. In
the theoretical part the active systematization
of the course of pedagogy continued. How-
ever, the number of subjects in the pedagogi-
cal cycle increased, then decreased with the
tendency to eliminate multi-discipline. In the
pedagogical institutions of higher education,
the only course in the history of pedagogy
has been developed in order to improve gen-
eral pedagogical training. However, the
teacher’s training and retraining demanded
further improvement. Therefore, in the years
1925 — 1926, a new curriculum was devel-
oped for the INO, in which the following ra-
tio of hours was established between cycles:
the general social cycle — 27%, production
(specialization) — 40%, pedagogical — 33%.
At the Faculty of Vocational Training of Dni-
propetrovsk INO, the teaching time was dis-
tributed as follows: for pedagogical disci-
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plines — 22%, general social sciences — 18%,
special ones — 60% [8].

As we see, the pedagogy of the educa-
tional process was practically embodied in the
INO. However, it should be noted that being
an institution of higher education with a clear
target setting, the IMO as a teaching institu-
tion did not give students a fundamental deep
training in the specialty.

EDUCATION OF ADULTS IN THE SYSTEM
OF POSTGRADUATE EDUCATION

Summary. The article discusses the problem of intensive adult educa-
tion in the system of continuing humanitarian education, in particular, the struc-
ture, effective forms and methods of work, optimal teaching techniques and types
of projected activities, as well as the organizational and pedagogical foundations
of professionally oriented foreign language teaching. It is stated that teaching
foreign languages to adults has certain distinguishing features that should be
taken into account in the process of their foreign language training, in particular,
difficulties encountered in the learning process, the implementation of the basic
principles of learning a foreign language, the application of individualized learn-
ing strategies, as well as certain individual features in the sensory and intellec-
tual areas required for such activities. The ways of improving the efficiency of
foreign language education for adults are outlined. It is indicated that the main
task of adult education, despite the form of its receiving, is the creation of condi-

tions for training a person to realize his/her life goals and aspirations.

cess. A number of methods and technologies
are now being used to further enrich the class-
room process, improve the quality of educa-
tion, and motivate students to engage in a
particular subject and subject, using these
techniques to help students think indepen-
dently through the thought storm. teach.
Method Objective: Students will be able to
reason and defend their views on a particular
problem. Provide the student with the oppor-
tunity to change their mind during the discus-
sion. The teacher can bring all the students
into the discussion and create a debate be-
tween all the students in the classroom.

The advantage of the method is that it is easy
to work with the group individually (but work-
ing with the group is highly effective), so that the
student can hear the opinion of others and
change his mind if he or she feels that they are
wrong. His successes are also possible. Using
this method not only teaches the student to think
freely, but also to express his or her own opinion
in the community, which helps the student to
develop his or her speech.

In order to use the “Blind Idea” method in a
classroom environment, the teacher analyzes the
topic in depth, examines the problem situations
and the subtleties in it and assigns tasks to
groups. The student group begins to analyze the
topic (for this, students study the subject in ad-
vance), and each group expresses its opinion in
front of the other groups. After listening to the
comments, the groups begin to discuss each
other’s ideas and add or add their own ideas, but
only the teacher who gives his or her opinion
about the correctness of the conclusion. The

group that contributes the most to the final con-
clusion will be awarded as a winner and hence
there will be a fair competition in the method.

Now let’s take a look at how students use
their method of “Blind Idea”: “Nilufar Flow-
er”, “How”, “Why”, “Graphic Organizers.” At
the same time, students using open-ended
questions often force students who are inac-
tive in the classroom to participate in the dis-
cussion. Using this method, students can
group into groups to express their thoughts
and ideas about “Nilufar flower”, “How”,
“Why”, “Graphic Organizers”. The following
are some of the methods we use:

Graphic Organizer. “Nilufar Flower” is a
problem-solving tool that shows the form of
lily flower. Its core consists of nine large four
corners and develops and activates systematic
thinking and analysis skills.

How to build a Graphic Organizer. Basically,
the problem is, how to do it, and how to solve it.

The consistent “How” questions lead to
the following opportunities:

— problem solving encourages not only op-
portunities but also ways to implement them;

— from the bottom up to the bottom to
identify and improve the structure of ideas.

Graphic Organizer “Why”

1. You can choose to use a circle or rectan-
gular shape.

2. Layout View — You can choose whether
or not the line of reasoning is linear.

3. Directions indicate where you are from
the initial search to the search.

Forma-
tion of spiritual priorities that are able to con-
solidate the people of Ukraine and become a
methodological basis for determining national
interests is quite relevant.

Pedagogical practice convinces the need
for continuous improvement and renewal of
teaching principles. No wonder today there is
a revision of learning programs from the
standpoint of humanization variability of
training systems overcoming formalism in as-
sessing the importance of personal qualities.

Music plays a special role in the aesthetic
culture as one of the powerful and effective
means of forming a nation. It is not by chance

that Victor Hugo believed that three factors
were crucial in the successful development of
each nation. It is a letter a number and a note.
It is impossible to imagine the spiritual world
of man without music musical culture. Only as
a result of the development of the spiritual
culture of many generations is the social and
spiritual progress of society. Musical culture
as a regularity as an objective reality is closely
connected with the intellectual spiritually psy-
chological and physical development of man
[4].
In the history of pedagogy in particular in
the field of music-pedagogical education
OA Apraksina BV Asaf’ev DB Kabalevsky
Z Kodai K Orff VM Shatska and others tried
to formulate and justify the main requirements
for the learning process. Ukraine has em-
barked on a path of independent development.
The tasks that are to be solved by the new so-
ciety in the socio-economic political spiritual
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and moral spheres are determined by the need
to renew and expand the principles of learn-
ing. These are for example the tasks of en-

World Famous Ukrainian Educators
AS Makarenko VO Sukhomlinsky VF Shata-
lov and others worked on the problems of
training effectiveness. Humanist teacher
VO Sukhomlinsky emphasizes that teaching
is not a mechanical transfer of knowledge
from teacher to child but above all human
relationships. The student’s attitude to
knowledge to learning depends largely on
how he or she treats the teacher. In particular,
VO Sukhomlinsky wrote: “I set myself the
goal of making education a part of a rich
spiritual life that would promote the child’s
development enrich her mind. Assessing stu-
dents’ knowledge is the ability of the teacher
to find the right approach for each child the
ability to nurture in her soul the fire of the
desire for knowledge» [1]. According to
VF Shatalov, humanistic pedagogy proclaims
the uniqueness of each child and proposes to
accept it as it is not to despise the individual
but, in every way, to stimulate the manifesta-
tion of individuality.

Research in improving the effectiveness of
educational institutions in recent decades in
the West is also very important. In particular,
there has been a movement to improve the
quality of schools in the UK. Researchers
teachers and politicians participate in confer-
ences and publications on this topic. It is about
a holistic perception of the world about the
unification of all sciences into an organic
whole.

Waldorf pedagogy aims to educate a per-
son who is harmonious in all aspects of their
merits thoughts feelings reveal its natural
potential and prepare for contact with the
world [2].

The purpose of this article is to highlight
new opportunities ways means to improve the
learning process and improve the quality of

education. As a result of the entry of the world
community into the phase of information de-
velopment the increasing role of information
technologies economic progress and security
of the society will increasingly be determined
by its spiritual and intellectual development
[3]. During the years of independence in
Ukraine new priorities for the development of
education were identified and accordingly a
complicated process of its modernization tak-
ing into account the needs of the modern in-
formation and technological society began.
The integration of Ukraine into the European
world space actualizes the task of preparing a
new generation of teachers who are well-
versed in modern pedagogical technologies.

The problems of traditional education are
manifested in such contradictions of learning
as stimulation and motivation of learning.
Stimulation repeatedly exceeds motivation
and as a result we get the reluctance to learn.
According to the concept of AS Makarenko
the teacher is the bearer of progressive values
and worldviews. It is respect for the other
person’s personality preservation of self-es-
teem creation of conditions for personal de-
velopment. Characteristic requirements of the
right style and tone of behavior in the team are
constant cheerfulness and smartness efficien-
cy and precision in work calm confidence in
their abilities joyful optimistic attitude to life.
AS Makarenko noted that the main task of the
teacher was not to invent or impose certain
traditions but to educate and preserve them.

Modern educators are finding ways to hu-
manize individualize education and learning.
The cherished dream of all parents is that
children go to school with the same joy as
home that the child feels happy at school that
she is well. There can be many pedagogical
technologies but the system of success must
be universal. Such general requirements are
perseverance accessibility variability and un-
derstandability. It is this approach that implies
the creativity of the teacher.

Of course, each teacher has his own
unique professional experience his own vi-
sion of the means of teaching. We need to
think creatively about existing information
and reconcile it with our own pedagogical
experience. We especially want to appeal to
young teachers who in today’s context are a
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mobile effective cohort of educators who are
most likely to be receptive to and actively
participate in change. Because intellectual
and spiritual potential in the context of inte-
gration processes can have a significant im-
pact on their course. Thus, it is possible to
state the fact of recognition of the high mis-
sion of the teacher in the organization and
stimulation of educational and cognitive ac-
tivity and dependence of the effectiveness of
this process on his personal qualities and
vocational training. After all progressive can
be created only by burning indifferent hearts.

Republic of Uzbekistan and other inter-
ested organizations are working to coordi-

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to improve the quality of publications.
Because the basis of legal education is the
legal literature.

The National Program for the Ad-
vancement of Legal Culture in Society
states that the State is an integral part of
the cultural life of the society and takes
special care of the legal culture.

Uzbekistan, on the way of strategic devel-
opment, pays great attention not only to the
economic, political and legal reforms, but also
to the social life, culture and enlightenment of
the people. The cultural heritage of Uzbeki-
stan is invaluable in upbringing the sense of
national pride, patriotism, devotion and hu-
manism of contemporary generation. Intro-
ducing cultural wealth to the world public,
attracting tourists, to reach it to the youth’
consciousness, and get them acquainted with
the holy pilgrimages.

Cultural tourism is more developed than
other types of tourism in Uzbekistan. The de-
velopment of cultural tourism is more profit-
able, since other types of tourism are more
difficult to reach in the near future in Uzbeki-
stan.

Tourism is driven by the desire to discover
new sites, to look for changes in the environ-
ment and to experience impressions, and this
term was originally come from French. Tour-
ism mainly involves the entertaining activities
of people. In addition, tourism includes meet-
ing with old friends and get relaxation during
such trips. Tourism plays an important role in
educating the younger generation and its im-
pact on the youth mentality should not be
forgotten:

Tourism contributes to upbringing the
youth with the patriotic sense! Anyone who
travels in his or her own country learns what
natural and cultural resources his country
owns;

People are proud of their homeland, real-
izing its historical cultural heritage.

The travel will strengthen the young peo-
ple, develop their world-outlook, prepare
them for independent life, strengthen their
love for the country, and prepare them both
physically and mentally for the protection of

At the beginning of the 20"century, the
“Traveling Students” movement was emerged
in countries such as Germany, Denmark and
Belgium. Its charter emphasizes the need for
heavy-duty travel to educate the younger gen-
eration. Taking into account the political situ-
ation of the time, the purpose was to train
young people to train their future soldiers by
teaching them tourist exercises.

The World Tourism Organization later es-
tablished in 1967, issued the following slogan:

“Tourism is a global way of providing ef-
fective meetings and dialogues between mem-
bers of various faiths and religions, atheists,
and people who are interested in learning
about religion.”[3]

So, the tourism promotes human values.
Therefore, it should be considered not only in
physiology, but also as a factor of recreational
recovery in the development of the individual
and his or her dignity.

Tourism is not only an activity associated
with everyday life, recreation and leisure, but
also a symbol of the unity of people and the
environment. Article 21 of the WTO Declara-
tion signed in Manila emphasizes that psycho-
logical factors in tourism must be prioritized
over technical and material factors. These
factors include: unlimited expansion (from
Latin expand, spread), education, superiority
of human dignity, recognition of each cul-
ture’s uniqueness, and preservation of the
psychological characteristics and mentality of
peoples.

Cultural tourism refers to the activities of
tourists interested in the culture, history, eth-
nography, archeology, folklore, and lifestyle
of other peoples. During cultural tourism,
people travel to local theaters, national art and
folk arts venues to gain a deeper understand-
ing of the cultures of different nations. Even
some tourists do not refuse to visit the homes
of the locals, which is considered the best way
to get acquainted with the culture of the resi-
dent.

By the specialists of ‘Uz-tour-service’
Republican Foreign Trade Economic Unitary
Enterprise, established in September, 2000 by
the National Company ‘Uzbek-tourism’ it was
noted that the main purpose of tourists is to get
acquainted with the world, to get acquainted
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with the history and culture of the peoples of
the world, to further strengthen the ties. Ac-
cording to these experts, the purpose of tour-
ism is to study the world culture; to get ac-
quainted with human values and architectural
monuments created in different regions, to be
inspired by the man-made miracles; compara-
tive study of cultures of different peoples;
visiting sacred places of worship, performing
human duty; and further develop and strength-
en cultural and educational ties between peo-
ple through it.

Cultural tourism lovers are interested in
the population of tourist destinations, history
(archeology, ethnography, and local history),
living conditions and national crafts. Howev-
er, no matter how strong their desire to get to
know the local life, these tourists may likely to
abandon their hope, iftravelling cause discom-
fort, difficulty or danger for them. While some
of the cultural tourists like to travel in groups
of other tourists like themselves, others prefer
solo or smaller groups. Some tourists make
their own decisions about planning their own
journey, such as where to go and how long to
stay there. They may also obtain a temporary
interpreter from the local community. Some
other tourists entrust their travel arrangements
to tour administrators.

In short, cultural tourism introduces stu-
dents to the cultural monuments of the nation
and increases their interest in learning about
other peoples’ cultures.

In order to travel, there must be tourism
resources first. There are a lot of resources
that can be used to promote cultural tourism in
Uzbekistan. For example, there are over
4000 architectural monuments in the Repub-
lic. Most of the monuments offered to tourists
are of the 12"and 20™centuries. The students
may be invited to visit the ancient cities of
Samarkand, Bukhara, Khiva and the Nurata
mountain range. As well as, the results of ar-
cheological excavations in many ancient cit-
ies, familiarity with the unique animals in our
nature reserves can make a great impression
on cultural tourism lovers.

Secondly, the resources for the develop-
ment of cultural tourism (like other types of
tourism) are not sufficient. In other words, the
local tourism infrastructure must be well de-
veloped. In order to develop tourism infra-
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structure, Uzbekistan Airways has become the
best airline in Central Asia to develop touristic
infrastructure; the service on the route Tash-
kent — Bukhara has been improved, the high-
speed train Tashkent — Samarkand has been
launched, besides, the Navoi — Karakalpakstan
railroad has been built, and soon the railroad
from Karakalpakstan to Khorezm through the
Amu Darya is built. The bridge was built and
commissioned. Also, a number of new modern
hotels have been built and many airports mod-
ernized in Tashkent, Samarkand, Khorezm
and other regions.

Thirdly, it is necessary to train specialists
who will pursue the right marketing policy for
promotion of cultural tourism products of
Uzbekistan in the international and domestic
tourism markets. Since, in the case of intense
competition, finding and working with con-
sumers who are interested in our products to
attract tourists to our country can only be
achieved by a well-known marketing expert
who knows the tourism industry well. In order
to solve this problem, the Faculty of Interna-
tional Tourism was established at the Tashkent
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State Economic University, where qualified
specialists for the tourism industry are trained.

In conclusion, one of the most important
tasks of today is to develop the tourism culture
of the students, to conduct scientific research
in this area, to use innovative pedagogical
technologies in the educational environment,
to develop positive attitudes towards the pres-
ervation of our cultural heritage.

It is clear from the foregoing that Uzbeki-
stan has the potential for further development
of cultural tourism and its development will
promote international relations. The develop-
ment of international relations brings our
people closer to other nations, enhances coop-
eration among them, and increases the foreign
investment and the touristic culture of the
youth.

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Difficulties to improve pupils’ ability of speaking foreign
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Annotation: This article describes how to improve speaking skill and usage
of some difficulties to increase methods. Additionally, there is given solutions for
some problems among pupils while speaking in target language and role of
teachers to improve pupils’ speaking skills.

Key words: Listening, speaking, writing, reading, methods, techniques, abilities.

There are 4 main areas of studying Eng-
lish. These are: reading, listening, writing, and
speaking. They play an important role in
learning and teaching English. By reading we
read and translate books, stories and novels in
English. By writing, we can write stories, fairy
tales, and letters mainly to our friends. Listen-
ing helps us to understand English speakers or
those who speak English. Through speaking,
we are able to learn to speak a foreign lan-
guage as if it were native speakers. As scholar
Djalolov said “Improving speaking abilities in
the target language plays crucial role in en-
hancing learning foreign languages process”.
When we were answering or telling mono-
logue to our listeners, we express our opinion.
That is why, learning to speak is a key link,
and when we learn to speak we use grammati-
cal and phonetic principles that play an impor-
tant role in expressing of one’s mind. [1.343]

There are several effective and proven
ways to teach speaking skills, and here are
some of them:

1.The technique of repetition is first used
in France and Germany, used by soldiers to
learn the language of the enemy. Now it is

used for learning a foreign language. In this
case, the teacher says the word, and the stu-
dents repeat the word spontaneously. As a re-
sult of this: Grammatical errors are neglected.

2. The method of communication with na-
tive speakers is one of the most commonly
used techniques. There is a significant atten-
tion for creating convenient atmosphere for
the learner to become mainly in communica-
tion. However, this method also neglects the
grammatical errors. Learners can use this
technique with the help of foreign language
speakers who use this language as a second
language. It is also desirable to reduce the
need for the mother tongue.

3. Method of learning how to speak
through exercises — this occurs mainly through
exercises. In this case, the role of the teacher
is not only the observation the training of the
learners, but also intriguing students by giving
interesting tasks and exercises. Trainees
should also practice independently. Teachers
make opportunities to self study for their stu-
dents.

As examples, here some following exer-
cises:
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— Telephone Conversation Training;

— Asking for help or asking someone for
help;

— Demonstration play of patient and physi-
cian interviews in the hospital;

Play the conversation between the seller
and the buyer in the market. In this method,
the teacher should correct the mistakes of the
learners.

4. Comparison Method — The rule of meth-
od is the development of speaking by compar-
ing two languages. That is, the student com-
pares his native language and target language
which he is learning. The purpose of this
method is to develop students’ ability to speak
and write. In order to do this, the learner creates
speech in the native language and translates it
into the language he / she is learning, thus en-
hancing his ability to speak and speak.

We can reveal many such kind of examples.
However, in some schools and colleges, as a
result of misusing these methods, they encoun-
ter some difficulties with the use of these tech-
niques among language learners. Learners suf-
fer from difficulties mostly with speaking.

Reducing the interest towards a target for-
eign language occurs for especially those who
are unable to make sentences in a foreign
language, and as a result of this, they speak
their native language even during classes. Or
else, being afraid of making mistakes when
they are speaking in a foreign language can
cause the same results. In addition to that, it
can be a result of scarcity of listening skills in
the foreign language which happened as a
matter of fact that shortage of comprehending
and working skills in a foreign language for
many learners are unable to understand and
work. Furthermore, as far as students do not
understand listening materials, it will negative
affect them to express themselves in ordinary
discussions and, as a consequence of this, are
separated from the group.
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Many students face hardships with learn-
ing words by heart in a foreign language, they
will learn only simple words. Eventually, they
have handicaps when they are speaking and
listening in a foreign language. They used to
speak whole day their own language prior to
learn another language. Therefore, they adapt-
ed to use more native language-learners speak
the same language during their foreign lan-
guage lessons. After the lesson, more native
speakers use their own language to express
their thoughts in this language. Shame on
mistakes-many students think that speaking a
foreign language is good knowledge of gram-
mar, and they are ashamed to make mistakes
because of not knowing grammar. As a result,
their interest in the language is diminished.

The role of the teacher in correcting these
mistakes is important, that is, it is important
for the teacher to improve his or her speech,
rather than the role of simply instructor. Al-
most every student has these shortcomings,
and it takes a lot of patience and time to over-
come them. In this context, the role of the
teacher is vital if the teacher is able to work
with each student’s shortcomings individually,
correct their mistakes, and work together with
the student on various exercises, deficiencies
will be reduced and completely eliminated.
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The role of fun games in english for kids
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“Play is our brain’s favourite way of

Among many sources of children's inter-
est in the language learning process, games
seem to be very important. This is because
games help children to make and sustain the
effort of learning. But, some people consider
that the games are unnecessary things in learn-
ing process. However, games are significant
part of lesson for children during the whole
class. It is also, games provide language prac-
tice in the different skills- speaking, writing,
reading and listening.

Young language learners like playing
games during a class and they take part a game
with more interest and willingness than other
subjects. Games encourage children to interact
and communicate. Yet, there are teachers who
do not want to play a game think games are
waste of time, make noisy in class. However,
children learn better when they are active.

Children learn through the process of
playing the game. For instance, the rules of
game, time management, evaluating of the
game and etc. By playing a game, they may be
able to understand a new concept or idea, take
on a different perspective or experiment with
different options.

El Shamy in defines a game as a *“ com-
petitive activity played according to rules

important vocabulary and structures. While
playing games, children develop a variety of
connections with content and can form posi-
tive memories of learning. Games develop
children's attention for the class.

If games are perfectly designed, they may
become an excellent and essential part of a
children's learning programme. Games are
advantageous at this point, because they re-
duce anxiety, increase positive feelings and
improve, self-confidence.

The tradi-
tional three Rs-literacy (Reading, Writing, and
Arithmetic) is challenged by an unprecedent-
ed rapid creation and dissemination of knowl-
edge and information hence the move from an
Industrial Society to a Knowledge Society. As
Kwando puts it, the Knowledge Society is the
society that knows how to use information.
For the effective use of information, one needs
more than traditional reading, writing, and
arithmetic skills. Can ICTs help to meet the
educational requirements of the digital era?
The answer to this question is not straightfor-
ward as it may seem. First of all ICTs are not
a certain magic wand‘ that educationists can
shake to fix all the educational challenges
faced in the current knowledge society.The
demands and concerns facing the education
enterprise were not created by ICTs and will
not be resolved by ICTs either. It is going to be
very difficult—if not impossible—for countries
to meet the objective of effective learning for
all, anywhere and anytime.

Why should ICTs be used in teaching and
learning? In answering the question: “Is tech-
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nological infusion necessary in higher educa-
tion?” Miller et al, recognize that technology-
based teaching may not be essential in all
classes but generally it is most facilitative as a
result of providing relevant examples and
demonstrations; changing the orientation of
the classroom; preparing students for employ-
ment; increasing flexibility of delivery; in-
creasing access; and satisfying public de-
mands for efficiency. “The whole purpose of
using technology in teaching is to give better
value to students”. This better value should
also impact the learners/students performance.
The effective utilizations of new technologies
in education entail both “assimilation” and
“accommodation” processes between the ex-
isting and novice pedagogical culture.

Integration of Information and Communi-
cation Technologies (ICT) into teaching and
learning process is a growing field which has
variety of definitions according to point of
view. Based on the premise that “The integra-
tion process should strengthen learning of
students”, there was a need to present an inte-
grated point of view in the application of these
processes and to develop some concrete ex-
amples for teachers.

Unified Model of Integration of ICT Into The Teaching- Learning Process

Accordingly, teachers need to know why
and how to use ICT applications and resourc-
es. However, in a study by Usual, Mumu, and
Demiraslan, it was observed that although
teachers stated that they believe in the benefits
of the integration of ICT, they did not know
how to realize that. This result brought about
concrete sample applications support provided
for teachers except in-service training and
technical support.

This model is not a linear model, but a
cyclical model. That is to say, whereas ques-
tions on “who”, “why” and “how” are the
primary questions to be answered in the inte-
gration process, “how” questions should be
answered within the context of “what”,
“where” and “when”. All the structures formed
under the guidance of the questions in the
model are taken into account, both individu-
ally and as a whole.

By considering that education has been
using the technology for expanding and devel-
oping different processes of the educational
system more than one century, it is not surpris-
ing that new technology arrival has raised the
interest in obtaining knowledge by various
methods of presenting knowledge. Today
technology-base education is attainable at the
universities of developed countries. Smart
schools have made a leap in virtual learning.
On-line learning and remote training are
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among new education forms in the new cen-
tury. By evolving the learning environments at
the beginning of 21st century, individuals and
societies put heavy responsibility on the
shoulder of educational institutions and their
traditional structures by their increasing need
of education. Today various informational and
communicational technologies have the abili-
ty of facilitating the education and learning
process. Beauchomp & Parkinson, in a study
under the title of «The students view of sci-
ences during transferring from rich technolo-
gy environment at the elementary course to
the high school with low technology equip-
ment» concluded that although the high school
students were annoyed by insufficient access
to computers and other information technolo-
gies, they enjoyed the course by the efforts of
sciences teachers.

ICT integration is a comprehensive pro-
cess of applying technology to the educa-
tional system to improve teaching and learn-
ing. Its success depends not only on the
availability of technology, but also heavily
on the pedagogical design. Though there is
no one formula for determining the optimal
level of ICT integration in the educational
system, creative teachers at all levels of edu-
cation have always found ways to incorpo-
rate innovative teaching aids and strategies in
their classes.

English is spoken in almost every country
in the world. It is gaining popularity almost
everywhere. This is also being applied in our
country as well as other countries. In higher
educational institutions of the Republic of
Uzbekistan, there are faculties of foreign lan-
guages; most of them are aimed at learning
and mastering the English language. For that
reason students of the faculty are taught vari-
ous disciplines such as grammar, writing,
reading, listening and speaking.

From my own experience, I realized that
the most difficult of this process is the conver-
sational style. At Navoi State Pedagogical In-
stitute, the faculty of English languages and
literature prepares future specialists who must
be fluent in speaking English. Before entering
the university, students do not have the op-
portunity to practice their English which leads
to many challenges for both students and
teachers. Relying on my own experience, I
realized that there is a certain barrier, not only
for me, but also for other students. Knowing
three main skills: reading, grammar, and writ-
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ing makes it impossible to learn to speak
English confidently. It is not easy for students
to start speaking English in class as the lan-
guage barrier plays a significant role.

In the middle of the last century, a new
direction in science called psycholinguistics
appeared. Psycholinguistics — the study of the
relationships between linguistic behaviour and
psychological processes, including the pro-
cess of language acquisition. Within the
framework of psycholinguistics, there are
studies focused on the philosophical aspects
of linguistics and psychology. With this sub-
ject, teachers would be able to eliminate the
language barrier in students.

These include works on the interaction of
language and thought; language and con-
sciousness. The subject of psycholinguistics is
the relationship of personality with the struc-
ture and functions of speech activity.

There are several definitions of psycholin-
guistics. One of them is this: psycholinguistics
is a science that studies the processes of
speech formation, as well as the perception
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and formation of speech in their correlation
with the language system.

This definition notes that psycholinguis-
tics has three subject areas:

1) The production of speech;

2) Speech perception;

3) Formation of speech.

In each case, it is assumed that psycholin-
guistics refers to those aspects of these types of
speech activity that are conditioned by the lan-
guage system. With this approach, the subject of
psycholinguistics can be the processes of speech
production and perception in their correlation
with the physiological and mental state of the
communication participants. Here, the processes
of speech are not related to the language system,
but to the person, to his/her psyche.

In psycholinguistics, there are a number of
problems affecting areas related to cultural
studies and national psychology. In particular,
the General statement is that the differences in
the language picture of the world are caused
not only by the structure of the language, but
also by different views of the world by native
speakers of this language.

National cultural features of communica-
tion are manifested in at least two aspects.
This is, first, the ratio of language, thinking,
memory, communication, and in general, the
place of language in different types of human
activity. Second, these are processes and
means of communication that have national
specifics.
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In our institutions, little attention is paid
to the development of spoken language
where more practice is needed. Students of
our Institute are given one-month practice
once a year at schools, but this is not enough
to master full spoken language at the free
level. This is quite enough for students who
want to complete only a bachelor’s degree,
but for students who want to complete a mas-
ter’s degree and become philologists or
translators, they need to have practice in
places where they can use their foreign lan-
guage. Students must learn how to think as
native speakers, to understand their accents,
intonation etc. After all, communication only
with the teacher is not enough. Students
should be assigned unusual research projects
related to different fields, so that students
may try themselves in different spheres. The
study and understanding of the role of psy-
cholinguistics in the English language teach-
ing methodology plays an important role for
the production of qualified specialists with
good command of English language.
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Integrated Skills focuses on the four main
English skills — reading, writing, speaking and
listening. Students will learn the basic skills
they will need to communicate basic needs in
English but gaining reading skill can be prob-
lematic because of several reasons. They will
have a lot of opportunities to practice in class
and will learn skills they will need to commu-
nicate with English speakers outside of the
classroom and to improve their comprehen-
sion in reading material. This article is about
to mix four skills to achieve good results in
reading.

Reading is a skill many people take for
granted, but the act of reading and properly
comprehending a text is a complex and inter-
active process. It requires several different
brain functions to work together and most of-
ten requires one to puzzle through multi-
ple layers of context and meaning. Reading
comprehension is the understanding of what a
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particular text means and the ideas the author
is attempting to convey, both textual and sub-
textual. In order to read any text, your brain
must process not only the literal words of the
piece, but also their relationship with one an-
other, the context behind the words, how sub-
tle language and vocabulary usage can impact
emotion and meaning behind the text, and
how the text comes together as a larger, coher-
ent whole. As you can see, reading compre-
hension involves many processes happening
in your brain at once, and thus it can be easy
for some aspects of a text to get lost in the
muddle. But the good news for anyone who
struggles is that reading comprehension is a
skill just like any other. It must be learned
through practice, focus, and diligence, but it
absolutely can be learned. Reading and com-
prehension rely on a combination of vocabu-
lary, context, and the interaction of words. So
you must be able to understand each moving
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piece before you can understand the text as a
whole. Enriching vocabulary can be processed
through listening and speaking. It is essential
for teachers to teach comprehension strate-
gies, such as identifying and stating main
ideas, summarizing and retelling, generating
and answering questions, and using graphic
organizers or story maps to aid in the recall of
stories or information from expository text.
Discussion of text, development of vo-
cabulary and background knowledge, and ana-
lytic thinking can all be done through oral
language and discussion before students are
able to read material that is challenging
enough to teach comprehension. Other than
that students can learn new words from pod-
casts, interviews, radio news while listening
them. The same applies to listening to music.
Before you listen, you must know some back-
ground about the genre, composer or piece.
While you listen, you are concentrating on the
experience by becoming familiar with the
music as you listen to it many times. After you
listen, you interpret what you have just expe-
rienced by making judgments about the music.
Knowing the background of the music we
listen to can be beneficial. We can learn about
the composer, the time in which he/she lived
or the style of the piece. Learning about and
playing some of the instruments that are used
can also provide students with some good
vocabulary to use later as well as using vo-
cabulary words learned in music class. Oral
language plays an important role in the devel-
opment of literacy skills. Listening helps im-
prove speaking skill and speaking increases
reading comprehension. While speaking peo-
ple try to explain their opinions with words. In
reading, they should catch the meaning. The
link between speaking and reading is mean-
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ing. For many years reading and writing were
(and sometimes still are) taught separately.
Though the two have usually been taught by
the same person. But reading and writing are
more interdependent. One of the primary rea-
sons that we read is to learn. Especially while
we are still in school, a major portion of what
we know comes from the texts we read. Since
writing is the act of transmitting knowledge in
print, we must have information to share be-
fore we can write it. Therefore, reading plays
a major role in writing. At the same time prac-
tice in writing helps, children build their read-
ing skills. This is especially true for younger
children who are working to develop phone-
mic awareness and phonics skills. Phonemic
awareness develops as children read and write
new words. Similarly, phonics skills or the
ability to link sounds together to construct
words are reinforced when children read and
write the same words. For older children prac-
tice in the process of writing their own texts
helps them analyze the pieces that they read.
They can apply their knowledge about the
ways that they chose to use particular lan-
guage, text structure or content to understand
better a professional authors construction of
his or her texts.
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Aesthetic upbringing is a complex and
multifaceted process that is related to one’s
thinking and outlook. In these processes, we
can see that the aesthetics are practically self-
evident through the culture of tourism. Not
only does man enjoy the beauty and the
beauty through his travels to nature, but he
also masters it delicately. Tourism not only
actively promotes human creativity, but also
enhances their ability to understand and ap-
preciate their aesthetic value. Tourism devel-
ops a culture of aesthetic attitude to nature and
social processes of society.

Sec-
ondly, the saints have a great reward for visit-
ing the grave of great people. Third, laziness
eliminates laziness, because staying in the
same position will result in sluggishness and
illness, and the body’s nutrients and water
shortages. Fourth, it removes sorrow and sad-
ness, because the more a person goes on trave-
ling, the harder it is for him to travel. Seventh,
traveling brings more knowledge, because
there is much to be learned while traveling.

According to the 15 th-century scholar
Hussein Voiz Koshifi, the rules developed by
aesthetics have something in common with
tourism. It is not hard to know how tourism is
aesthetic education today. As it turns out, tour-
ism in social development is a moral phenom-
enon that becomes a value, a means of aes-
thetic upbringing that meets both material and
spiritual needs.

The aesthetics and principles of tourism in
some ways also determine its main objectives.
We will try to address these tasks.

Forcing is the main task of tourism. Travel
is a spiritual process that cleanses the human
heart.
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The process of travel requires that a person
turn away from bad manners and strive to be
kind, to remove all worldly desires from the
heart. As a result, it rises from impurity to
purity. It cleanses the human heart and creates
what it needs in everyday life, reflecting its
true state: pure as water, crystal clear, glass-
like.

Pilgrimage means going somewhere. A
pilgrimage is, in essence, a pilgrimage to sa-
cred sites, to the graves of saints and to cem-
eteries. [2]

According to Islamic belief, seeking help
from the spirit of the saint is viewed as shirk
and is considered a grave sin. Instead of ask-
ing the pilgrims for their salvation, it is better
to pray for them and to give their charity to the
soul of the rewards of charity. When visiting
the shrines of saints, it is usually recited and
prayed for the deceased.

Education is also one of the main tasks of
tourism.

In this
sense, tourism can be called a gnoseological
practice.

Tourism as a
teacher influences human emotions, evokes
aesthetic experiences, and thus develops the
ability to distinguish evil from good. The edu-
cational task of tourism is to gain knowledge
and experience as a result of the journey, and
to become more empathetic, to overcome dif-
ficulties, to miss and cherish the country, to
respect the views and customs of other na-
tions.

“The Truth and the False”educational
game

This game can be used by all subjects. If a
teacher confuses the current rule, the student
must reply by lying and correcting the actual
form. For example, what are the words for the
symbol of the person and thing, and what?
answers to your questions. So what are the
words that the reader lied about, the symbol of
the person or thing? what kind of The answer
is yes. This is how the game will look. This
game improves the ability of the pupil to think
logically, think and express their opinion.

“The map of the road” educational game

Pupils are asked to describe the road to
school or home. Pupils monitor and study the
destination, destination and return for several
days. They are then presented orally. In this
game that requires effort and attention, the
pupil has the necessary tools to instill a sense
of attachment to the environment. Using these
games helps pupil develop speech, develop
vocabulary, and develop basic skills such as
independent thinking.

“What do we use?” educational game

This educational game give pupils the
name of the subject that can be used as often
as possible. Each pupil is welcome to com-
ment. For example, you can use the board.
There are different ways to use it: practice
writing on a whiteboard and writing examples,
drawing and so on.

The teacher is the subject of several pupils
who play this game. Pupils gather information
on the topic at home and serve as the lead
speaker in the classroom. For example,
«Motherland is as sacred as a temple», «Let’s
save nature, friends!» And «My favorite
hero». At the end of the lesson, the “Best
Speaker” will be identified and the other pu-
pils will be nominated.

“My story” educational game

The teacher writes a few words on the
blackboard. For example, Dilfuza, windows,
books, snow. Pupils independently create sto-
rytelling. Not only will the vocabulary in-
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crease, but they will also develop grammatical
spelling skills. When a teacher encourages
active pupils, the pupils’ self-confidence and
activity increase.

“ Against swim the flow” educational
game

This game helps develop logical thinking
and speech. The game can be played individu-
ally or as a group. In the context of the game,
the teacher says a word to the reader, and the
student must find a word that is contrary to the
meaning of the word. For example: dark and
light day and night, big and small, low, bitter,
sweet, long, short, hard-working, lazy.

”Find the excess” educational game

This game is played without pictures. The
pupil or children are given the words of one
group and the name of one subject belonging
to another group. For example, apples, pome-
granates, carrots, grapes. The student should
be asked to base his or her opinion on what
they are saying. Not only will these games
help you to develop your thinking, but it will
also contribute to speech growth.Playing indi-
vidually is a good idea, and when competing
in a group, it increases the interest of pupils.

It is essential for pupils to develop them-
selves as freelance thinkers and creators. They
need to be comprehensively developed. it is
necessary. The new model of education will
lead to the formation of a free-thinking indi-
vidual in society. The foundations of all moral
and ethical virtues are strong only if they are
formed from childhood.

It is important to closely monitor the for-
mation of students as teachers.

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Information technology and knowledge of
foreign languages are a key criterion for anyone
today who is on the move. This is evidenced by
the perfection of system of teaching foreign
languages and the growing demand for foreign
languages. For this reason, many researchers
have done research on the foreign language
teaching methods. Including: J.J. Jalolov, pro-
fessor L.T. Ahmedova, associate professor
SH.S. Alimov (and so on). Especially with re-
gard to teaching English languages to children
with disabilities. However, there are not enough
manuals in the area. This poses a number of
challenges for English language teachers and
children with disabilities who want to learn. It
is natural that disabled children will have more
difficulty learning a foreign language than
healthy children. However using these child-
friendly methods in teaching foreign languages
can eliminate any problems that may arise. For
this purpose children with disabilities are sepa-
rated into special groups[1].

» Low vision or blindness;

* Hearing loss;

* Physically disabled;

e Chronic disease;

* Loss of speaking ability.

The next task is to apply methods appro-
priate to the above groups.
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Methods of teaching English language
to blind children.

Their mentality is primary importance in
dealing with such children. Therefore, moti-
vating children each group before they start
teaching English will have a positive effect on
the future lesson.

Requirements for motivation:

* To arouse interest in learning English

for children;

» Spiritual preparation for future chal-
lenges;

* Increasing the love for life and live;

* The main purpose of learning foreign
languages is to have full understanding
of the purpose.

Motivation methods can be used as fol-

lows:

— Motivational video, audio (they should
be in English then in Uzbek);

— Providing pupils with detailed informa-
tion about the benefits of learning English and
experts from their peers who can speak Eng-
lish freely;

— to encourage them to read and under-
stand the next most popular fiction books
written in English, or to give them the oppor-
tunity to comprehend and understand the most
popular British songs.
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In this method, pupils will have idea of the
possibilities provided by this language, even if
they do not understand English sentences, and
identify the main objectives of their study.
When the main objective is defined, there is
desire to learn this language.

At the next level, they should have the
skills. There is a wealth of data on both posi-
tive and negative behavioral skills in psychol-
ogy [2]. The language experience may impede
or facilitate a newly acquired phenomenon. In
order to facilitate the same language experi-
ence, it is best to use words that are easy to
understand during the first lessons, words and
rules that are close to the mother tongue. The
language units studied are classified into two
major and easy categories, from the methodo-
logical point of view. Easy units include the
commonality (similarity) of linguistic phe-
nomena in the language experience of stu-
dents [3]. For example, an international for-
eign language vocabulary may be displayed
with words in the mother tongue or in a sec-
ond language: tennis-tennis, dollar-dollar,
business -business. Grammatical fronts are
also easy enough to find. For example, there
are many relative similarities between the
verb's functional aspects or the pronunciation
level materials, such as: (p), (t), (k), (s), ()
[4]. If we account the pupils of learning Eng-
lish who are blind, we should use the methods
which are “audio lingual method” (by speaker,
by the lecture), “ Total physical response
method” (to learn language by movements
and sounds), we know blind pupils can write
and read by Brille alphabets. So it is useful for
them to learn English by “Grammar transla-
tion method” (to learn English by grammatical
ways, do exercise belongs to grammar rules)
[5]. Audio lingual method — in this method for
using to learn by heart new vocabularies and
rules of pronunciation. Also it is important for
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listening and speaking. Because, after pupils
listen some new topics, they have some infor-
mation about this. As a result, their listening
skills improve.

And also D.J. Young identified six factors
that can be cause students anxiety in foreign
language classes [6]. They are:

* Personal and interpersonal concerns,

» Confidence in language learning,

e Teachers' perceptions of language

learning,

 Teachers' and students’ concerns.

¢ Interaction,

» Lesson process and types of control.

The conclusion is that every teacher work-
ing with children with disabilities should have
sufficient psychological qualifications in addi-
tion to being a teacher. It is clear that minor
actions can have a negative impact on the
character of the child in the future. In addition
to profound knowledge of the English lan-
guage, the use of effective, well-rounded
techniques is the key to achieving good re-
sults.
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In the introduction of e-learning into the
education system, special attention is paid to
the information of education, first of all, tak-
ing into account the intellectual potential of
the society, including the informatization of
education and the development of information
and educational resources. There are ways to
develop and increase the efficiency of e-
learning, and the introduction of new informa-
tion technologies in education is at the center
of attention in education reform.

Based on the foregoing, we will explain
the following concepts regarding e-learning
and distance learning technologies that are
used in the learning process.

E-learning refers to the organization of
telecommunications networks and the com-
munication of all participants in the learning
process, supporting the information stored in
the database and used in the development of
educational programs, transmitting technolo-
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gy, tools and transmissions over the specified
information lines [1].

The distance learning technologies are tech-
nologies that are implemented using information
technology in remote collaboration between
students and education systems or educators [1].

As a result of using e-learning in educa-
tional institutions, it is necessary to ensure the
establishment of e-learning resources, tele-
communication technologies and e-learning,
based on the development of curricula, regard-
less of where the learners are.

New trends in the educational process will
be developed based on [2]:

* Promoting distance education, the tech-
nological basis of which is information
technology and telecommunications;

* Standardize the educational methodolo-
gy by implementing and distributing
electronic forms of illustration and
transmission of material.
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In these cases, e-learning management
systems, which are considered as training and
methodological complexes that provide stu-
dents with the specialty, play a key role.

E-learning management systems in-
clude [2]:

— educational standards of subjects;

— lectures;

— Curricula and instructions for practical
and laboratory work, course work;

— methodical instructions and manuals for
independent work of students;

— test tasks on subjects;

— control materials;

— Links to electronic libraries.

Each of these tasks not only ensures com-
munication between teachers and trainees as a
result of the effective use of e-learning tools,
but also motivates the learner to work on his
or her own learning.

Taking into account the above, it should be
noted that distance learning is now considered
as a new pedagogical factor in the educational
process. We are looking for ways to develop
e-learning and increase its effectiveness. The
introduction of new information technologies
in education determines the focus of education
reform. In general, distance learning is now a
requirement of the time, as it is also clear from
the above that a learner is a prerequisite for
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learning and practicing distance learning inde-
pendently.

As a result of the application of e-learning
to the learning process, several effective re-
sults can be achieved in our research:

Students will be able to work and study
independently and have sufficient profession-
al skills in their field;

The range of independent thinking of stu-
dents in their specialty will be expanded, that
is, the student will gain both theoretical and
practical knowledge as a result of independent
course completion of all courses in distance
learning;

Students will have sufficient social and
economic benefits.

Tailor-made teaching to teenagers’ interests and needs

Abstract: The article aims at comparing traditional and non-traditional ways
of teaching and shows the significance of tailor-made lessons to students’ needs

and interests in their learning.

Key words: traditional teaching, idiosyncratic aptitudes, experimental learn-

ing, curriculum.

Since many years, it was accepted that
traditional method of teaching English to teen-
agers is the only way, however at the same
time, many teachers in the search of vice ver-
sa. There are debates about how the process of
learning a foreign language in a neoteric edu-
cation should look like. So the article gives the
response to that issue. Currently it is obvious
that, learning a foreign language is offering
many roads to individuals. As we live in glo-
balization period everything is improving and
increasing in a high pace. And authority as
well as obligatoriness of learning English is
also increasing. It has become a trend that
since childhood children are taught foreign
languages. Because by learning languages
they would increase professionalism in their
future job. By getting education in foreign
countries, experiencing much more individu-
als are becoming professional. So what is
language, why it is primal to education?

Language is central to education for sev-
eral reasons. It is the means of education; It is
an object of study; it is object of beliefs that
are important in education; it poses potential
problems in education largely because of the
beliefs we have about it; and it is a valuable
resource for those who know how to make use
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of it [Gerald P. Delahunty, James J. Garvey,
1994:5]. And there comes out another ques-
tion, is it right to teach foreign language in
traditional method, or we should rethink about
it and search out new methods?

Here are some advantages of traditional
teaching. Traditional teaching style is based
on teacher, as teacher here procurement of in-
struction to students. This method is aimed to
develop reading, writing, speaking and gram-
mar based on particular curriculum. Accord-
ing to William Schubert, professor and college
administrator at the University of Illinois in
Chicago, “curriculum is shrouded of defini-
tional controversy” [1993:80]. Having draw-
backs and privileges traditional method should
cover modern needs also. With the arrival of
the digital age came new ways of teaching. In
1991 a U. S. News & World Report article
examined the use of new compact videodisc
and CD-ROM technology in the classroom
stating that the technology is bringing class-
rooms to life and turning students into enthu-
siastic learners by allowing them to use com-
puters to do such things as “paint” in art class
and conduct sophisticated science experi-
ments in chemistry and physics (Toch
1991:178). There are, however, numerous po-
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tential problems with technology in the
schools. One of the most difficult is how best
to use technology in the curriculum? Should
calculators be used in maths classrooms?
Should programming languages be taught in
high schools? Studies show that the students
with high academic achievement have greater
access to computers in their homes than
poorer achieving students [Becker 1985:32-
33]. If schools were to purchase all of their
own computers, it would cost $4 billion annu-
ally to have one computer for every 3 students
(Toch, 78).

In addition, how should computers and
technologies be purchased for the schools?
There would be always different opinions
about how to conduct technologies with les-
sons. Yet, it would give great opportunity to
educator solve this assumption by bounding
this 2 methods and creating experimental
learning, method. In which teacher would take
into consideration interests of their learners.
As teenagers entering mature life learning a
language becomes easier to teenagers. How-
ever, even they come across with difficulties.
They may become easily exhausted, couldn't
figure out where their weakness is. Educators
should help them to overcome the barrier be-
tween their learner and language. It would be
beneficial if teachers conduct lessons with
learners own interest. If teenagers connect
success to personal effort, interest, they are
more likely to be motivated to learn.

What does experimental learning consist of?

1) On the first step a teacher should de-
velop list of interests of teenagers. Educator
may do this by using different methods:
group-discussion, using questionnaire or talk
with each student, in order to have some
knowledge about their interests.
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2) Secondly, there should be selected a
particular topic. Topic can be various begin
with Mass & Media ending with Environment.
However, themes should be appropriate, be-
cause teenagers’ interest and what they will do
further depends on theme.

3) Nomination. In this step teenagers
would be given nomination. As teenagers in
this period of life will choose who they are
going to be, what profession they are going to
acquire. Here, based on first step educator
would give every teenager nomination as en-
gineer, barber, chef, writer, musician, journal-
ist and etc.

4) After all this, teenagers would be given
a particular issue and as a representative of
various professions they would come up with
their own resolution according to topic. It
would increase their meaning of “I” and
would give them chance not to learn a lan-
guage theoretically, but put it into practice
every day.

Teachers all degree of education and in
many countries admit that their learners need
to become more sensory and knowledgeable
about subject which they learn and many
teachers are engaged in the analysis of already
existing methods, and at the same time creat-
ing radically new approaches and methods
such as developing a list of interests, choosing
specific topic, nominating teenagers and give
them chance to solve some issues themselves.
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The First President of the Republic of Uzbekistan I. Karimov noted, We must

always remember that “the prospect of our country depends on what kind of
upbringing our younger generation is, what spiritual qualities it possesses, how
active our children are in life, what kind of high goals it serves”. Therefore, the
idea of expanding and deepening the content of education and its content in the
educational system, in particular, the experience of creative activity that forms a
universal culture in this content, as well as the idea of introducing relations into
the environment, was transversely put on the agenda. This idea, in our opinion,

can come true of the following components of social life:

— types of activities (material, practical,
social, spiritual);

— forms of social consciousness (morality,
art, politics, philosophy, science, etc.);

— system of social relations (material and
ideological);

— interaction of education and education.

The traditional approach to education pro-
vides for the formation of general or profes-
sional activity, skills, qualifications with the
integration of basic attention into the subject
of education, ready-made knowledge based on
didactics and the point of view of education.
In contrast, modern educational innovation is
not limited to the transmission of ready-made
knowledge to the educator, but also provides
for the active acquisition of knowledge, the
ability of a person to creatively change his
talents, becoming a participant in the educa-

tional process, paying attention to the assimi-
lation of knowledge and information transmit-
ted on the basis of various sources. Also,
spending less time and achieving more results
is the main goal of innovation activity. Ac-
cording to the traditional approach, after the
full acquisition of priced power of special
knowledge of the general profession, estab-
lished in the curriculum, there will be an op-
portunity to innovate, apply in the subject of
education and engage in creative work.

And the concept of non-traditional educa-
tion is based on the principles of individual-
oriented education, talent and talent develop-
ment, education, as well as the principles of
increasing the effectiveness of the educa-
tional process. Therefore, starting from the
initial stages, the studying person is involved
in creative activity, as well as in innovative
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activity, therefore, according to the principle
of continuous education, such merit is formed
and perfected not only in the process of edu-
cation, but also in the case of inextricably
linked with professional activity. Although
now emphasis is placed on non-traditional
methods of passing lessons, the basis of
which are traditional methods of Education.
While the traditional educational system fo-
cuses on the creative activity of educators
who have achieved success in mastering
strictly defined knowledge in their curricu-
lum and programs, the modern approach as-
sumes that such opportunities are created for
all those who receive education. Consequent-
ly, the formation of the necessary qualifica-
tions for creative activity is also included in
the main pedagogical goals. Of course, such
an approach creates the basis for the scale of
innovative activity.

In the current conditions, which are rap-
idly changing, professional competence has
gained a new meaning, it expresses not only
the effective use of methods, methods and
tools inherent in reproductive activity, mas-
tered not only in the educational process of
professional activity, but also the competence
to create, introduce innovations, independent-
ly promote and realize innovative ideas at the
level of opportunity. The formation of the fu-
ture specialist as one of the necessary require-
ments of professional competence in the prep-
aration of research and entrepreneurship for
innovative activities is an extremely complex
and multifaceted educational process. The use
of interactive methods on the basis of modern
computer technologies, a round table with the
participation of experts, an innovation tech-
nology fair, an Internet forum, an innovation
project presentation, a consulting forum, a
seminar-training and other modern education-
al technologies will help the implementation
of the goals consistently. Innovative tech-
niques “critical thinking”, “debatable style”,
“working style in small groups”, “question —
answer” style, “smart attack” or “reputation”
style, “Ajurlu arro” (“frantically-pass, second
pass”) style, “debate”, “sharpener”, “boomer-
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ang” style, and other types of styles are widely
used in the education system in later times. In
such interactive techniques, the personality of
the participant will be in the main center. In
the process of training, its qualities and quali-
ties are developed. With the help of interactive
techniques, the educator consciously under-
stands the problem, decision-making and in-
dependence.

In conclusion, the organization of practical
classes using interactive techniques in the de-
velopment of students © vital skills is an ideal
for both the student and the teacher. Such
training will lead to a joint solution of prob-
lems, solidarity and solidarity, and will lead
them to solve complex problems based on
critical thinking, existing situations and infor-
mation, to choose the most optimal from alter-
native ideas, to make the right decision, to
participate in discussions, to respect and listen
to other people’s opinions, as well as to de-
velop effective communication skills.

The main task facing today’s education is
also to develop students ° real-life skills, to
acquaint them with the latest achievements of
Science and technology, to direct them to the
creation of new innovative projects, to form
an ecological culture in each person, to ap-
preciate our peaceful and peaceful life today.
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When popularization say L.I. Tolstoy pri-
marily refers to the extent to which the theory
and practice and philosophical thought on the
art of speech were developed by Greece. He
develops the theory and practice of the art of
public speaking as a creative of Cicero and
demonstrates the influence of literature on the
art of public speaking, publicistic prose. Such
an effect was really strong in antiquity, espe-
cially in the period of Awakening and enlight-
enment. S.I. Kovalev emphasizes that the
creators of the literary language of new Eu-
rope during the Renaissance were brought up
exactly in the style of Cicero.

The main requirements for the artistic
work and its translation are the abundance of
ideas and naturalness in their speech expres-
sion, which are all important bases of the
Cicero doctrine. From this it can be assumed
that, firstly, in ancient times there was a fierce
struggle between literal and free translation,
and secondly, Cicero created his conclusions
on the basis of his personal experiences. This
opinion is evidenced by the fact that he was
known about him in antiquity and was subse-
quently repeated in all scientific research:
“Cicero was not an independent thinker,”
wrote F.A. Petrovsky, — he himself called his
tracts copositions, and the stylistic styles in
them belonged only to him. What is more
important is that during the Cicero period, the
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obligatory task of the translator was consid-
ered to literally translate the original. The
reason is not accidental that the authors of
antiquity and even those who were not in trou-
ble did not want to translate the texts of a
foreign language into their native language as
an interpreter. “Those who like you, — writes
Cicero, — what they call accuracy in transla-
tion, it is inevitable that there will be cata-
strophic consequences.

From such an idea it can be concluded that
the Cicero himself, by tradition, understood
the method of literal translation in the word
“translator”. But already at that time he clearly
understands that stylistic diversity, which ex-
ists in languages, and even in sister languages,
such as Greek and Latin, they differ among
themselves. It is for this reason that he trans-
lates the speech of Greek vowels as a conso-
nant. Through it, Cicero introduces a new ap-
proach to translation, and this can be called a
reaction-to-translation approach. By the way,
he is on this place by Enny (B.E. 239-169 cen-
tury.) Greek tragedies, Terence (B.E. 200-
159 y) and Plato (B.E. 258484 century.) turned
comedies, turned by Katull, turned by Sappo
(B.E. VII-VI centuries) he calls his lyrics
freely translated. Cicero explains how Esxil
and Demosfen translated their speeches as fol-
lows: “I tried to keep their thoughts, mood
(that is, speech) and appearance, but I leaned
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on the possibilities of our own language when
choosing a word. In this attitude to work, I did
not feel the need for a literal translation of
phrases, but restored the general idea, the
power of influence of individual words: I felt
from me that the readers would demand its
weight, and not the calculation of accuracy.
He continues: “I decided to translate their
speech so that all their dignity would be re-
stored in translation, that is, I recreated their
thoughts both in terms of form and content,
and in terms of sequence. As for the transla-
tion of words, I turned them only because of
the possibilities of our own language”.

Cicero believes that the work of art should
be a synthesis of intellectual content (res) and
linguistic expression (verba). The name of the
thing and together with it intellecto (meaning),
invention (creativity) and disposition (copmo-
sis) should be transferred from the original in
translation, while the linguistic expression of
the restored original in the translation lan-
guage should correspond to the to’l applied
habits (sonsuetedo) of the people who are edu-
cated in the scan. Therefore, the task of the
translator is not only to eliminate cases where
the language norms(mos)of those who speak
this language do not correspond, but also to
practice his mastery of the language art inher-
ent in the Romans, tilni and to restore the lin-
guistic power of the original with a sense of
the style of the work. And in the process it is
important to restore all the dignity of the
original. “I am self-evident,” says Cicero, “
such a task is not solved by literal translation,
which involves counting words in the original
and replacing them with words in their own
language. It is necessary to feel them through
the expression salute, and only then in the
translation of the interpreter can feel the sty-
listic load on the artwork, the influence of the
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expression of the word. “Such a method of
translation, — emphasizes Cicero, — can mean
two purposes: first, the translator intends to
engage in a specific artistic exercise (exercita-
tio) of comparing a foreign word to a word in
his own language. Such an exercise leads the
translator to a more perfect use of his language
(facultas facilitas); secondly, through such an
exercise, the translator achieves an artistic ef-
fect on his reader at the level of the work’s
original. Thus, as a result of the implementa-
tion of the second task, criticism will have
objectionable criteria in assessing the quality
of the completed translation”

Cicero in translation clearly distinguishes
the difference in the perception of the content
of words (verborum interpretatio) and the
ability to understand the meaning of the sub-
ject being described (historiarum cognitio).
With such software requirements imposed on
the translation process, Cicero has had a huge
impact on its followers, who are honored to
say rescuers of foreign languages torture. It is
known, for example, that the translation prints
formed by Cicero were fully accepted by
Quintilian and little Pliny, and were further
developed, having denied the literal transla-
tion. They liked the fact that the translator is
also independent of the original, and most
importantly, the creativity of the translator,
having transferred the original to the back-
ground. Such a path eventually led to the for-
mation of the theory of free translation.
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
